CHAPTER -1

INTRODUCTION

According to 2011 Census, out of the total population of 721.47 lakhs, in Tamil
Nadu, the population of Adi Dravidars is 144.38 lakhs and Tribal population is 7.95 lakhs.
Therefore the Adi Dravidars constitute 20.01% and Tribals constitute 1.10% of the total
population in Tamil Nadu. The majority of the Adi Dravidars / Tribal population are
economically backward and socially marginalised. Most of the families lack resources and
access to education, employment and other income-earning opportunities are limited.
The literacy level of the Adi Dravidars is only 73.26 % and that of Tribal is 54.34 %, which

is much lower, compared to the State’s overall literacy level of 80.09 %.

2. The Directorate of Adi Dravidar Welfare, with the support of Government of
India and the State Government implements various welfare schemes for the benefit of
the Adi Dravidars. Whereas the Directorate of Tribal Welfare is looking after the schemes

implemented for the benefit of the Tribal people in the State.

Welfare Programmes

3. The Government of Tamil Nadu implements several welfare programmes for
the socio-economic and educational development of the Adi Dravidars and Tribals in the
State. The objectives of these programmes is to facilitate faster socio-economic and
educational development of the Adi Dravidars/ Tribals so as to end their social seclusion
and economic deprivation and also to speed up the process of integrating them with the
national main stream. All the sectoral departments earmark specific allocations for the
benefit of the Adi Dravidars / Tribals from their regular planned programmes allocations
as per the guidelines of the Government of India under the “Scheduled Castes Sub Plan”,
which is being supplemented with Special Central Assistance, funded from the
Government of India for various sectoral schemes. In the case of Tribal Welfare, similar
Tribal Sub Plan of different departments are being prepared. Additional Grants-in-aid are
sanctioned every year for providing infrastructure facilities in Tribal areas by the

Government of India under Article 275(1) of the Constitution of India.



Among various social sector programmes implemented by the Adi Dravidar and
Tribal Welfare Department, education occupies the prime place as it reforms the society
at greater level. Besides this, various other welfare programmes like distribution of house
site pattas and construction of houses and provision of basic amenities like roads, street
lights, supply of drinking water, burial ground and pathway to burial ground etc. are also
taken up as part of the social development programmes. TAHDCO implements these
economic development programmes in addition to the regular economic development
programmes implemented by various sectoral departments for the benefit of the Adi
Dravidars / Tribals in the State. The economic development programmes implemented
through TAHDCO are primarily of three categories namely 1) Micro enterprises
development for the poor families 2) Vocational job-oriented skill training programmes
and 3) Individual entrepreneur schemes which are supported by appropriate training and

subsidy programmes.

Administrative Machinery

4. At the Government level, Directorate of Adi Dravidar Welfare and
Directorate of Tribal Welfare and TAHDCO, an exclusive Corporation constituted for
promoting economic development of Adi Dravidars / Tribals are under the control of
Secretary, Adi Dravidar and Tribal Welfare Department. At the State level, the
Directorate of Adi Dravidar Welfare is headed by an I.A.S., officer. Similarly the
Directorate of Tribal Welfare is headed by an I.F.S., Officer. At the district level,
District Adi Dravidar and Tribal Welfare officers are working with their supporting staff
for the Welfare of the Adi Dravidars and the Tribals. TAHDCO as a Corporation is
responsible for implementing all the economic development programmes for the
benefit of the Adi Dravidars. It is headed by the Managing Director in the cadre of an
IAS officer. In the field level, TAHDCO has district offices headed by District
Managers. Collectors at the district level are the main co-ordinating officers for
monitoring all welfare programmes for the benefit of the Adi Dravidar and Tribal

people with the support of the District Level Officers mentioned below.

a) District Adi Dravidar and Tribal Welfare Officers b) District Manager, TAHDCO
and the heads of the 21 Sectoral Departments like Rural Development and Panchayat
Raj, Agriculture, Health and Family Welfare, Higher Education, Animal Husbandry,
Dairying & Fisheries, Municipal Administration & Water Supply, Revenue, School and

Social Welfare & Nutritious Meal Departments etc.

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CHAPTER I

WELFARE PROGRAMMES

1. EDUCATION

Literacy level is one of the main indicators of socio economic condition of the
society and the relative employment opportunities largely depend upon this criteria. There
is a considerable gap in literacy level of the Adi Dravidars and Tribal people with that of
overall literacy level. In Tamilnadu, the general literacy level is 80.09% as per 2011
census. However, the corresponding level of literacy among the Adi Dravidar is 73.26%
and that of the Tribal people is 54.34% only. The gap in the female literacy is still more
glaring, reflecting the high level of illiteracy and dropouts among the Adi Dravidar and
Tribal Girls. Therefore, the Government of Tamilnadu has been providing greater
importance for the implementation of schemes promoting education among the Adi
Dravidars and the Tribals particularly among the girl children. Several measures which

are taken up by the state government are mentioned below :

A . SCHOOLS
1. Opening and Maintenance of Schools

1125 Adi Dravidar Welfare schools, 304 Tribal Welfare schools and 2 Ekalavya
Model Residential schools are run by this department (as indicated in the Statement I(A),
I(B) & Il). Most of these schools are functioning predominantly in and near the Adi

Dravidar and Tribal habitations.

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2. Upgrading the merit of Scheduled Castes / Scheduled Tribes
students

The Scheduled Castes / Scheduled Tribes students who have scored highest
marks in X standard are unable to get admission in Xl| standard in reputed private
schools. With a view to make them compete more effectively for admission to the
Professional courses, the Government has ordered to upgrade the merit of Scheduled
Castes / Scheduled Tribes students who studied in Government / Corporation / Municipal
/ Government Adi Dravidar Welfare / Government Tribal Residential schools by admitting
them in reputed private schools. Under this scheme, 10 students whose parental annual
income is below Rs.1 lakh have been selected in each district and admitted in +1 in
reputed private schools. A total cost of Rs.180 lakhs at the rate of Rs.56,000/- per student
has been sanctioned for two years.

During the year 2014-2015, a sum of Rs. 118.03 lakhs has been spent and 278

students were admitted in +2 and 284 students were admitted in +1.

3. Admitting students in VI Std in reputed schools

The Government has formulated a unique scheme of admitting the bright students
from Adi Dravidar / Scheduled Tribes / Scheduled Caste converted to Christianity
Students studying in 5™ Std in Government / Government Aided / Adi Dravidar Welfare /
Government Tribal Residential Schools, in the reputed residential schools in 6" Std and
to allow them to continue their studies till 12" Std, by meeting the entire expenses by the

Government.

Under this scheme the Adi Dravidar / Scheduled Tribes / Scheduled Caste
converted to Christianity Students studying in 5" Std in Adi Dravidar Welfare / GTR /
Government Schools and Aided Schools are selected on merit from each block by
conducting special test. The process of selecting the bright students from all the
385 blocks and admitting them in the reputed schools have been completed for the year
2014-15. This scheme is extended for 2015-16 and students are admitted in all districts.

4. Filling the posts of Teachers

The Secondary Grade Teachers vacant post are filled up by direct recruitment.
The BT Assistant & PG Assistant vacant posts are filled up by adopting the method of
50% by promotion and balance 50% by Teachers Recruitment Board and placed in

Adi Dravidar Welfare schools.
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5. Upgradation of Schools

It is necessary to provide facilities for higher education nearer to the habitations of
the Adi Dravidars and the Tribals. Keeping this in mind, the schools in this department
are upgraded to their next stages in a phased manner depending on the need and

availability of funds.

6. Construction and Maintenance of School Buildings

Out of 1125 Adi Dravidar Welfare schools, only 5 schools are functioning in
Private buildings and one school is functioning in the Adi Dravidar Welfare Hostel
Building, whereas all the 306 GTR Schools are functioning in Government buildings. In
many schools, classroom facilities are inadequate. New buildings, additional class rooms
with all facilities are being constructed in a phased manner. During 2011-2012, 16
additional class rooms and 16 Lab buildings were sanctioned at Rs.313.60 lakhs to the
newly upgraded 8 High schools / 8 Higher Secondary schools and the works have been

entrusted to TAHDCO.

During the year 2011-2012 a sum of Rs.38.95 crores was sanctioned for the
construction of Toilet Blocks in 779 ADW Schools at a cost of Rs.5 lakhs per school. Out
of this Rs.2076 lakhs was released to TAHDCO as a second installment during 2012-13.
Rs.1819 lakhs was released to TAHDCO during 2013-2014, and Rs.2098.80 lakhs was
released to TAHDCO during the year 2014-2015 for School facilities.

7. Incentive to Adi Dravidar and Tribal Girls

Incentive to girls are provided from 1994-95 to encourage the enroliment of girls
and to avoid their dropouts. Under this scheme, the Government is giving a sum of
Rs.50/- per month to each student as incentive for 10 months of the year. Totally,
Rs.500/- has been given as one lump sum to the Adi Dravidar and Tribal girls, who are
studying in Standards Il to V. During the year 2015-16, a sum of Rs.1700 lakhs has

been provided.
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Similarly in the entire state, Scheduled Castes / Scheduled Tribes girls who are
continuing their education beyond VI Standard are given a sum of Rs.100/- each p.m. for
10 months. Girls Incentive Scheme is extended to VII & VIII standard from the year
2013-2014. Under this scheme, the Government is giving Rs.1500/- to each girl student
annually as one lump sum to Adi Dravidar and Tribal Girls to those who are studying in
Government / Government aided school in VII & VIII Standard. A sum of Rs.3811 lakhs
has been provided in the year 2015-16 to implement the above scheme for VI to VIII Std.
This scheme was implemented by TAHDCO upto 1999-2000. From 2000-2001 onwards,
this scheme is being implemented directly by the Directorate of Adi Dravidar Welfare,

Chennai. The expenditure details during 2014-2015 are furnished below:-

8. Facilities for improvement of education

Text books are supplied free of cost to all the students studying in Stds.
I to XII by the Education Department and note books for students from Std. 1 to X in Adi
Dravidar Welfare schools and Government Tribal Residential schools and Adi Dravidar,
Tribal and Adi Dravidar converted to Christianity students studying in schools run by
School Education Department, from Std IV to X are supplied with free note books by the
Adi Dravidar Welfare Department. Four sets of uniforms are distributed free of cost to the
students studying upto Xl standard in schools and hostels maintained by this
Department. Chudidhars for girls studying from 6™ to 12" standard and full pant to the
boys studying from 6™ to 12" standard are supplied. These uniforms are stitched by the
Industrial Women Welfare Co-Operative Societies under the control of Social Welfare

Department. Special guides prepared by the expert teachers of this Department are
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distributed to the students, who are studying in Standards X & Xl of Government Adi
Dravidar Welfare/ Government Tribal Residential Schools and Government Adi Dravidar
Welfare Hostels. Question Bank Books published by the Parent Teachers Association for
X and XII Standard are purchased and distributed to the students studying in the Adi

Dravidar and Tribal Welfare Schools and Hostels.
9. Free Supply of Bicycles

The scheme of supply of free bicycles to the Adi Dravidar/ Tribal / Adi Dravidar
converted to Christianity girls studying in XI and Xll Standards was introduced
during 2001-2002. Similarly, this scheme was also extended to Boys from 2005-2006.
These two schemes are still implemented. During the year 2014-2015, orders were
placed for the distribution of 93898 Girls cycles and 76208 Boys cycles and distributed to
the students and a sum of Rs. 6053.83 lakhs was spent in the year 2014-15.

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10. SUPPLY OF NAPKIN BURNER TO SCHOOLS

G.O has been issued for Provision of Napkin burner to girls studying in Adi
Dravidar High schools and Higher secondary schools in order to maintain their health
condition hale and healthy, and also to resist them from various diseases and to keep the
surrounding of the schools in good condition. G.O. (Ms)No. 103, Adi Dravidar and Tribal
Welfare (ADW-2) Dept., Dt. 30.12.2014

11. Steps to improve the standard of Education

Steps taken to improve the quality of education in the schools run by this

Department are,

(i) Special Coaching

The Students in Standard X and XII who are of average and below average
standard are identified and special attention is given for improving their educational
performance. Special coaching is given to such students of X and Xll standard so that
they could perform well in the public examinations. Common examinations are conducted
strictly on the lines of Public Examinations to pay special attention towards them. As
mentioned above special guides have been prepared and distributed to all the students of
X and Xll standards free of cost. These steps have helped to improve the performance of
the students. During 2014-15, special guides were printed and distributed to the students
studying in the schools and hostels of this Department. Apart from this, the Question
Bank Books published by the Parent Teachers Association were also purchased and
distributed to the students free of cost.

A sum of Rs.53.40 lakhs was spent during 2014-15 for special coaching scheme.
(ii) Special Orientation Training for Teachers

The teachers working in the Adi Dravidar and Tribal welfare schools who are
teaching English, Science, Mathematics are given Orientation Training which is imparted
through DTERT (Directorate of Teachers Education Research and Training) by using

modern methods of teaching and new techniques every year at a cost of Rs.76,000/-.

(iii) Yoga training to teachers for giving Yoga training to students

For giving Yoga training to the students studying in 100 Higher Secondary
Schools and 107 High Schools under the control of Adi Dravidar and Tribal Welfare

Department, Yoga training (Residential training) was given to 2 Teachers working in that
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schools each by Sports Development Authority of Tamilnadu with the expenditure of Rs.
5,81,465/- in 2014-2015.

(iv) Library facilities in High/Higher Secondary Schools

The scheme of providing library facilities in schools is implemented right from
1981-82 and books worth of Rs.1000/- per High/Higher Secondary School is provided
every year. Apart from this, the Government has ordered to purchase “Manorama Year
Book” and “Competition Success Review” to all High/ Higher Secondary Schools and all

hostels so as to improve the general knowledge of the students.

(v) Conducting sports in Adi Dravidar and Tribal welfare High / Hr.sec schools.

In Adi Dravidar and Tribal Welfare High schools and Higher secondary
schools, Sports competitions are conducted and Prizes & Certificate issued to the
students by District, Regional and State Level. In the year 2015-2016 a sum of
Rs.26 lakhs have been allotted for the above scheme, vide
G.0.Ms.No0.101/AD&TW(ADW-7) Department, dated 29.12.2014.

(vi) Educational tour programmes in Adi Dravidar and Tribal Welfare High
and Hr.sec. schools

In Adi Dravidar and Tribal Welfare High schools and Higher secondary
schools, educational tours are arranged for the students studying in 10" and 12™
for the year 2015-2016, a sum of Rs. 51.75 lakhs have been allotted for 207
schools at the rate of Rs.25,000/- per school, vide G.O. Ms. No. 106,
AD&TW(ADW-7) Department, dated 30.12.2014.

(vii) Implementing Scouts and Guides in High / Hr. Sec. Schools

For improving the capability and leadership of the students studying in Adi
Dravidar and Tribal Welfare High school and Hr. Sec. Schools Scouts and Guides
Teams are formed. For implementing this scheme in the year
2015-2016, a sum of Rs. 113.85 lakhs have been allotted for 207 schools at the
rate of Rs.55,000/- per school, vide G.O.Ms.No. 19, AD&TW(ADW-7) Department,
dated 23.02.2015.
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(viii) Opening New ITlin Tiruvallur District

In Tiruvallur District a new ITI is opened for the development of 10™
completed SC/ST students in Vadagarai village, Govt ADW Hr. sec .school
campus at a cost of Rs.8.78 crore, vide G.O.Ms.No. 21, AD&TW(ADW-7)
Department, dated.

Under this scheme, the
students are sanctioned maintenance allowance and all fees compulsorily payable by
them to the educational institutions and examination fees payable to the University /
Board. The monthly rate of maintenance allowance ranges from Rs.230/-p.m. to
Rs.550/-p.m. for day-scholar and from Rs.380/-p.m. to Rs.1200/-p.m. for hosteller. As per

G.0.Ms.No.6, Adi Dravidar & Tribal Welfare Department, (ADW.3) Dated. 09.01.2012,
the Government of India Post-matric Scholarship has been extended to the Adi Dravidar /
Tribal students those who continue their studies in the self-finance institutions. They are
given the assistance depending upon the course in which they study in order to meet the
essential expenditure towards compulsory fees payable to the educational institutions, as
fixed by Govt., / Government appointed fee fixation committee from 2011-2012.

During the year 2014-2015, a sum of Rs.56847.50 lakhs has been spent and
518936 students got benefited under this scheme.

need the assistance of a helper.

(5) Allowance of Rs.240/- per month is admissible towards extra coaching to mentally

retarded and mentally ill students.
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18. State Special Scholarship scheme beyond X standard (Postmatric)

This scholarship is sanctioned to all Adi Dravidars converted to Christianity
students pursuing postmatric course and whose parents’ annual income does not exceed
Rs.2,00,000/-. Under this scheme, students are sanctioned maintenance allowance
ranging from Rs.100/-p.m. to Rs.175/- p.m. for dayscholar and Rs. 175/- p.m. to
Rs.350/- p.m. for hostellers depending upon the class in which they study. The heads of
educational institutions are the sanctioning authorities in respect of all postmatric
scholarships under the Government of India scholarship regulations as well as the State
Scholarships. For the purpose of State Special Postmatric Scholarship, the Industrial
Training Institutes and other courses for which a pass in S.S.L.C. is not necessary for
admission are also treated as postmatric courses and therefore eligible for this
scholarship. During the year 2014-2015, a sum of Rs.2804.77 lakhs was spent and
41039 students were benefited under this scheme.

Under this scheme, students belonging to SC/ST/SCC those who study in the self

financing institutions are given maintenance allowance / tuition fees.

19. Special Fee and Examination Fee concessions to the Under
Graduate students

Under this scheme special fees and examination fees in respect of the Adi
Dravidar / Tribal and Adi Dravidar Converted to Christianity Students pursuing 11™, 12",
B.A, B.Sc., B.Com. courses which are not covered under State / Government of India
scholarship schemes are reimbursed to the Head of Institutions by the District Adi
Dravidar & Tribal Welfare Officers. Under this scheme, all the non refundable fees
payable by the students to institutions are also sanctioned. No income limit is fixed to
avail the benefit under this scheme. During 2014-2015 a sum of Rs.14.34 lakhs has
been spent and 557 students got benefited under this scheme.

From the year 2001-2002 this scheme is extended to the Adi Dravidars / Tribes
and Adi Dravidars converted to Christianity girl students pursuing P.G. courses. During
the year 2014-2015, a sum of Rs.3.06 lakhs has been spent and 61 girl students are
benefited by this scheme.

20. Higher Educational Special Scholarship (HESS)

The Government has converted the loan scholarship scheme for Higher
Education to a grant based scheme called Higher Educational Special Scholarship
(HESS) for the Adi Dravidar and Tribal students to pursue higher education from the year
2002-03. Under this scheme, the Adi Dravidar / Tribal, and Adi Dravidar converted to
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Christianity students residing in institutional hostels and pursuing graduate, post graduate
and professional courses are eligible for Scholarship of Rs.7500/- per annum for degree
courses and Polytechnic Courses and Rs.8000/- p.a. for P.G. and Professional Courses
provided their parental/ Guardian annual income does not exceed Rs.2 lakh from
2014-2015 onwards. During the year 2014-2015 a sum of Rs.1967.99 lakhs was spent
and 24241 students are benefitted under this scheme.

21. Reimbursement of Tuition fee to Universities

The students belonging to the Adi Dravidar, Tribal and Adi Dravidar converted to
Christianity and studying in Government / Government aided institutions are eligible for
tuition fee concession beyond 12" Std stage irrespective of the annual income of their
parents/guardians. The tuition fees foregone by the institutions on account of tuition
fee concessions is reimbursed through the Directorate of Collegiate Education,
Director of Legal Studies, Director of Technical Education. During the year 2014-2015 a
sum of Rs.797.68 lakhs has been spent and 10997 students were benefited under this
scheme.

22. Exemption from payment of Registration fees and Application fees

From 1999-2000, the Adi Dravidar / Tribal students who get application to join
degree, post graduate courses and professional courses like Medical, Engineering,
Agriculture, Veterinary and Law are exempted from payment of admission fees and
registration fees. There is no income limit for this.  For those who are eligible for
Government of India and State Postmatric Scholarship the admission fees and
registration fee will be sanctioned to the students along with scholarship. For those who
are not eligible for the above scholarships, the amount will be reimbursed by the
Directorate of Adi Dravidar Welfare, Chennai. A sum of Rs.93.11 lakhs was spent during
2014-2015 under this scheme and 65,322 students were benefited.

The examination fees payable for the X standard and Xll standard public
examinations are reimbursed to the Director of Government Examinations. During
2014-15, a sum of Rs.63.68 lakhs was reimbursed and 39,270 students were benefited.

23. Overseas Scholarship

The Scheme provides financial assistance to selected students for pursuing
higher studies in foreign countries in specified field of Master level courses such as Ph.D
and Post Doctoral Research Programme. During 2014-2015, one student was selected

for this Scholarship and Rs.23.88 lakhs was spent.
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24. Incentive to full time Ph.D Scholars.

From 2013-14, SC/ST students pursuing full time Ph.D Courses in recognized
institutions are given an incentive of Rs.50,000/- per annum to meet out their expenses
for doing field work, data Collection and thesis submission. The annual family income
limit should not exceed Rs.2 lakh as in the case of state special Post matric Scholarship

Public examinations are awarded from the
academic year 2012-13 vide G.0.ms.No.64, Adi Dravidar & Tribal Welfare (ADW.3),
Department, Dated. 25.06.2012.

28. Incentive to Headmasters for promotion of girls education

With a view to prevent dropouts, especially in higher standards among Adi
Dravidar and Tribal girls and to increase their enrollment, a scheme of granting cash
awards to encourage the Headmasters to achieve the above twin objectives, has been
sanctioned by Government. The incentives in the form of cash will be given to three
Headmasters who enroll and retain the largest number of Adi Dravidar / Tribal girls in
Standards VI to VIII and in standards IX and X to continue till the end of the academic

year in each educational district of the State through the Director of School Education.

30. Bright Student Award

Under this scheme two boys and two girls from each group Vviz.
Adi Dravidar, Adi Dravidar converted to Christianity and Tribal Boys and Girls who
secure the highest marks in X Standard examination in each district are selected and
awarded cash assistance to continue their higher studies. There is no income limit and no
condition to stay in the hostel for this scheme. From the year 2013-2014 onwards
Rs.1600/- per annum for the first year and Rs.2000/- for the subsequent five years for a
total period of six years is provided if they continue their studies, this prize amount is
provided vide G.0.Ms.No.89, AD&TW (ADW.3) Department, Dated 22.10.2013 and
Government letter No. 20166/ADW-3/2013-1, Dated 10.01.2014. During 2014-2015, 620
students were benefited at a cost of Rs.15,67,120/-

31. Gandhi Memorial Award

Gandhi Memorial award is sanctioned to the Adi Dravidar Community (Hindu)
students who pursue their studies after passing Higher Secondary Public Examination.
One boy and one girl who secure the highest marks will be selected from each district for
this award. The rate of this award is Rs.2000/- each for the first year and Rs.1500/- per
annum for the subsequent five years from the financial year 2012-13 vide G.O.Ms.No.
116, Adi Dravidar & Tribal Welfare (ADW.3) Department, Dated. 16.12.2011. A sum of
Rs.3,87,250/- was spent and 174 students were benefited in 2014-2015.
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32. Merit cum Means Award

Merit-cum-Means Award on the basis of Gandhi Memorial award is sanctioned to
one boy and one girl belonging to Adi Dravidar converted to Christianity / Tribal students
from each community in each district. Similarly to Gandhi Memorial award, this amount is
enhanced from the financial year 2012-13 vide G.0O.ms.No.34, Adi Dravidar & Tribal
Welfare (ADW.3) Department, Dated. 17.04.2012. A sum of Rs.3,21,250/- was spent and
147 students were benefited during 2014-2015.

33. Chief Minister's Merit Award

To encourage high scorers in the Higher Secondary Public Examination first 1000
boys and 1000 girls belonging to Adi Dravidar, Tribal and Adi Dravidar converted to
Christianity who continue their further studies, are selected and a sum of Rs.1500/- p.a. is
sanctioned as award for 5 years. The District Adi Dravidar and Tribal Welfare Officers
have been delegated powers to sanction the Chief Minister's Merit Award. This amount
is enhanced from Rs.1500/- to Rs.3000/- vide G.0.Ms.No.122, Adi Dravidar & Tribal
Welfare Department, Dated. 02.12.2011 from the financial year 2012-13.

A sum of Rs.87.63 Lakhs was spent and 2882 students were benefited during
2014-2015. In the financial year 2015-16, a sum of Rs.100 lakhs has been provided.

34. Special Assistance to Law Graduates

An amount of Rs.300 lakh was provided from Special Central Assistance to
sanction a sum of Rs.50,000/- each to 600 Adi Dravidar and Tribal law graduates as
subsidy who have completed their studies from the year 2013-2014 in order to start their
profession and amount is being used as advance for office room and purchase of

furniture and purchase of law books. This scheme is continued every year.

2. INFRASTRUCTURE DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMMES

35. Provision of House sites for Adi-Dravidars

The Department of Adi Dravidar and Tribal Welfare is providing free house site
pattas to the poor houseless Adi Dravidar and Tribal families whose annual income is
less than Rs.40,000/- in the rural areas and Rs.60,000/- in the urban areas. The extent of
house site is 3 cents in rural areas. Every year specific target is being fixed for this
purpose and the Special Tahsildars (Adi Dravidar Welfare) who are the Land Acquisition
Officers are acquiring land for implementing the scheme as per the provisions made in

The Tamil Nadu Acquisition of Land for Harijan Welfare Schemes Act, 31 of 1978. The
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land is also acquired through private negotiations by a committee headed by the District
Collectors and the land so acquired by private negotiation is distributed to eligible
families. During 2014-2015, a sum of Rs.506.52 lakhs was spent for issuing of 1693
house site pattas. During 2015-2016 a sum of Rs.512.93 lakhs has been provided.
Under Indira Awaas Yojana Scheme, 60% of houses are provided to Adi Dravidar / Tribal
by Rural Development Department and constructed by the beneficiaries.

36. Infrastructure to AD Colonies

To Develop the infrastructure facilities like street lights, drinking water, drainage
and link roads etc., a sum of Rs. 5 Lakhs is provided to each District. A sum of
Rs. 157.50 Lakh is allocated every year for this purpose. In addition to this basic
amenities are provided to AD Colonies through Special Central Assistance.

37. Drinking water

Supply of protected drinking water to the Adi Dravidar and Tribal habitations is
one of the schemes which is given priority under infrastructure development. The
maximum financial limit for digging a well is at Rs. 75,000/-. Bore wells are being
provided instead of ordinary open wells. Pipe lines are extended if over head tanks are
available nearby.

A sum of Rs.13.95 lakhs has been spent during 2014-2015 and 31 works were
completed. Allotment for 2015-2016 is Rs.15 lakhs.

38. Burial Grounds and Pathways

Burial grounds to the Adi Dravidar habitations and pathways to burial grounds are
undertaken under this scheme. Funds are provided for acquiring and purchasing land for
this purpose. Panchayat Unions are also providing basic amenities to the Adi Dravidar
habitations from their funds. For this purpose 15% for drinking water facilities and 10%
for link roads are given as share (contribution) of this Department. A sum of Rs. 25.63
lakh was spent during the year 2014-15. Allotment for 2015-2016 is Rs.75.84 lakh.

During the year 2014-2015, a sum of Rs.69 lakh has been sanctioned for
providing gas fire crematorium in Puliyankudi Village, Sivagiri Taluk, Tirunelveli Dist. This
helps to SC people residing around of Puliyankudi Municipality. The work is entrusted to
Public Works Department. (G.0.Ms.No.18 ADW(LA-2), Department, Dated 26.02.2014.

39. Community Halls

Community Halls are constructed in a phased manner from 1971-72 onwards in

the Adi Dravidar Colonies to cater to the need of Adi Dravidar for the purpose of
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conducting marriages, social functions, meetings etc., During 2013-14 a sum of Rs.52.25
lakhs has been spent and 3 Community Halls were constructed by TAHDCO.

40. Payment of grant for funeral rites

The Government have sanctioned a scheme of granting financial assistance to
Adi Dravidar/ Tribal and Adi Dravidar converted to Christianity to meet the expenditure
connected with funeral rites in the event of death. These benefits are distributed through
the respective local bodies. A sum of Rs. 2500/- is given as financial assistance to the
legal heirs of the deceased. During 2014-2015 a sum of Rs.500 lakhs was spent and
20,000 persons were benefited. Allotment for 2015-2016 is Rs.500 lakhs.

3. PROMOTING COMMUNAL HARMONY

41. Removal of Untouchability

The Protection of Civil Rights Act, 1955 (PCR) was enacted so as to give legal
authority to ensure justice and equality among all sections of the Community. In Tamil
Nadu, 36 mobile police squads each headed by an Inspector of Police are functioning.
The Additional Director General of Police, Social Justice and Human Rights, Chennai
monitors enforcement of the P.C.R. Act 1955 and the Scheduled Caste and Scheduled
Tribe (Prevention of atrocities) Act 1989. Eleven Supervisory squads each headed by a
Deputy Superintendent of Police are functioning at Chennai, Kancheepuram, Trichy,
Thanjavur, Villupuram, Ramanathapuram, Vellore, Salem, Kovai, Tirunelveli and Madurai.
Four Special Courts of Judicial First Class Magistrates are functioning at Thanjavur,
Tiruchirapalli, Madurai and Tirunelveli. Apart from that order have been issued for setting
up of 2 more special courts at Villupuram and Sivagangai District. A sum of Rs.7.50
lakh is awarded as compensation for the family who lost the life of an earning member in
the communal riots, and Rs.3.75 lakh is awarded as in the case of non-earning member.
In addition, employment to one member of the family of the deceased or provision of
Agricultural land and house, if necessary by outright purchase. During 2014-15, a sum of
Rs.695.63 lakhs has been provided and a sum of Rs.694.26 lakhs was spent. 2056

persons were benefited.

42. Campaign for the removal of untouchability

To educate the public about the evils of untouchability, a mobile publicity unit with
staff and audio visual equipment was established in 1983. This unit has its headquarters
at Chennai and covers 16 Districts in northern Region of Tamil Nadu. To ensure better

coverage one more unit with headquarters at Thiruchirapalli with staff and audio visual
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equipment has also been established in 1989. This unit covers the remaining 16 districts
in Southern region of Tamil Nadu. To educate the public, short films were produced to
highlight Adi Dravidar Welfare Schemes for students, especially tuition fees exemption for
SC/ST Students and opening of new hostel for SC/ST students. Every year, this
Department participates in the Republic Day pageantry float depicting the new schemes
introduced by this Department. Besides the above, the following measures have also
been undertaken for the removal of untouchability.

» Manithaneya vara vizha: "MANITHANEYA VARA VIZHA” is celebrated in all the
districts in the states from 24™ to 30" January of every year by conducting meeting to
focus the attention of the public. Every year a sum of Rs 17 lakhs has been allotted
and spent. During 2014-15, Rs.17 lakh was sanctioned and spent.

> Villupattu: Artists like Villupattu Kuzhu are engaged to rouse the opinion of the public
through the medium of songs. From 2013-14, a sum of Rs.3000/- has been given
towards the honorarium for each Villupattu programme and two programmes have to
be conducted in each district. Hence a sum of Rs.6000/- will be allotted to 31 Districts

(Except Chennai) Every year a sum of Rs.1.86 lakhs will be spent under this scheme.

» Community Feasts: Community feasts are arranged every year on 26" January,15th
August, 2" October or any local important day of that District. Voluntary organisations
are involved in arranging the Samabandhi Virundhu / Community feasts. Every year,
a sum of Rs.1.55 lakhs has been allotted and spent. During 2014-15 Rs.1.55 lakhs

was sanctioned and spent.

43. Mass Awareness Campaign on the provisions of PCR Act, 1955 & the
Scheduled Castes & Scheduled Tribes (POA) Act 1989

In G.O. Ms.No. 49, AD & TW (PA-2) Department dated 10.4.08, the proposal for
Mass Awareness Campaign was sanctioned for Rs.70 lakh with 50:50 share by the
Central and State Government. The Additional Director General of Police, Social Justice
and Human Rights, Chennai — 4 has been authorized by the Government to implement

the programme.

In the above programme, Social Justice Tea Party is being conducted in each and
every village of Tamil Nadu to eliminate all types of Social disparities and discrimination

by forming Social groups in the villages and Urban areas.
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44. Adi Dravidar and Tribal Welfare Activities Foundation (ADATA)

To support avenues for the creative expression of art, culture, literature and also
to support research on the Adi Dravidars and Tribals the "Adi Dravidars and Tribal
Welfare Activities Foundation" was formed. A sum of Rs.50 lakh has been deposited
as Corpus fund. From the interest accrued on this amount, 10 Adi Dravidars, Tribals and
Adi Dravidar Christian writers and one non Scheduled Castes writer who has contributed
to the work high lighting the problems of Scheduled Castes are awarded a sum of
Rs.40,000/- each. Every year, 11 persons are benefited under this scheme.

45. Select Villages Scheme

Under this scheme, a sum of Rs.10 lakhs is sanctioned to one village in each
district (except Chennai) for infrastructure facilities where untouchability is not followed
and people are living with harmony. For this scheme, a sum of Rs. 310 lakhs was spent
by selecting 31 villages in 31 Districts during 2014-15. Allotment for 2015-2016 is Rs.310
lakhs.

4. ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMMES

46. Cottage Industries Training Centres

The Adi Dravidar and Tribal Welfare Department allocates required funds to the
Director of Social Welfare for maintaining the Cottage Industries Training Centres. One
training centre in Tailoring and Weaving is maintained at Pechiparai in Kanniyakumari

district by Social Welfare department.

47. All India Civil Services Examination Training Centre

The All India Civil Services Training Centre for Adi Dravidars and Tribals and the
Special Training Institute for Backward Class and Most Backward Classes have been
merged and brought under the control of the Anna Institute of Management.

48. Special coaching for recruitment of Adi Dravidars and Tribals

The Director of Employment and Training is giving special coaching / short term
coaching to the Adi Dravidar students for various competitive examinations conducted by
the Tamil Nadu Public Service Commission, Union Public Service Commission, Banking
Service Recruitment Board, Life Insurance Corporation, General Insurance Corporation

etc, through Special Coaching Centers for the Adi dravidar/ Tribal in the State.
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49. Supply of Tools and Appliances to Technically trained persons

Under this scheme the poor Adi Dravidar / tribal people converted Christian Adi
Dravidar who are living below poverty line are provided with sewing machines, Iron
boxes, carpentry tools at free of cost. Annual income for this scheme is less than

Rs.40,000/- in the rural areas & Rs.60,000/- in the urban areas.

A sum of Rs.100 lakh has been sanctioned during 2013-14 and Rs.80 lakhs was
spent. 2402 persons were benefited under this scheme. Allotment for 2015-2016 is

Rs.100 lakh.

50. Tamil Nadu Scavenger Welfare Board

The Scavenger Welfare Board was formed with Hon’ble Minister for Adi Dravidar
Welfare as Chairman with 13 Official and 12 Non-Official members vide
G.O. Ms. No. 71, ADW Department, dated 11.06.2007. A sum of Rs.3 Crores (Rs.1 crore
per year) was sanctioned from 2008-09 to 2010-11 by Government for the

implementation of welfare schemes for the Scavengers and the amount was released.

51. Puthirai Vannar Welfare Board

On the line of the Scavengers’ Welfare Board, to achieve the socio-economic and
educational development of this minuscule “Pudirai Vannar” a sub group of the S.C
community, the State Government has recently constituted a separate “Puthirai Vannar
Welfare Board” headed by the Honourable Minister for Adi Dravidar Welfare with 12
Official members and 13 Non official members (vide G.O Ms No.114, AD&TW Dept,
Dated. 15.10.2009) A sum of Rs.50 lakhs has been provided by the Government every
year from 2009-2010 to extend relief to the needy registered members of this Board. So
far 24588 were enrolled and of which 113 Nos were benefited. A sum of Rs.6.80 lakhs
were disbursed to the beneficiaries. The Financial Assistance rendered by the Scavenger

Welfare Board is applicable to this board also.

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52. Special Central Assistance

Under Special Central Assistance for the Adi Dravidars, the Government of India
is releasing Special Central Assistance every year. This is an addition to the State efforts
through Scheduled Caste Sub Plan in the economic development of Scheduled Castes.
From this fund 90% are released to the TAHDCO for implementing Economic
Developmental Schemes and the remaining 10% funds are utilized by the Commissioner
of Adi Dravidar Welfare for providing basic amenities to the Adi Dravidar colonies and
Schools. The highlights of the programme implemented by TAHDCO during the year
2013-2014 are Land Purchase Scheme, with NSFDC term loan, Land Development
Scheme, Financial Assistance to individual beneficiaries, Economic Assistance to Self
Help Groups including Revolving Fund, Self Employment to law students for setting up of
their profession, Schemes of National Programme for youth (SEPY). Collector’s
Discretionary Fund, Vocational Training Programmes to self help group members in
District Action Plan. Training Programmes - Industrial Housekeeping, knit wear based
training etc. to be conducted by Head Office, Financial Assistance to IAS Preliminary
Examination passed candidates for preparation prior to main examination, Financial
Assistance to TNPSC Group-l Examination passed candidates, Financial Assistance to
Cost Accountant, Chartered Accountant. Economic Development Schemes and Training
Programmes under SRMS. The Details of funds allotted and amount spent under the

Share Capital Assistance is sanctioned to TAHDCO every year at the rate 51:49
to be Shared between State and Centre. This amount is used as the margin money to be
deposited as term deposit and banks provide loans to the beneficiaries for self
employment oriented scheme. During the year 2015-16, Rs.2000 lakh has been provided
in Budget Estimate.

54. Scheduled Castes Sub Plan (SCSP)

The Government desires to improve the status of the Adi Dravidars through
various welfare schemes. The Government of India has also instructed the States that
flow of funds from State Annual Plan outlay should be proportionate to the Adi Dravidar
population. Scheduled Castes Sub Plan is implemented through 21 Sectoral
Departments. The schemes under Scheduled Castes Sub Plan are implemented as
divisible and indivisible from 10th Five Year plan onwards. Nodal Officers are appointed
in all Sectoral Departments to monitor the schemes implemented under Scheduled

Castes Sub Plan.

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57. Skill Development Training

Unemployment among the educated youth presents a paradoxical situation. To
create employment opportunity and to bridge the skill gap among Adi Dravidar, Tribal and
Adi Dravidar Converted to Christianity youth, it becomes essential to impart suitable skill
development training to the employment requirements. During 2012-13, the Government
has sanctioned Rs.13.45 crore to impart Skill Development Training programme to
13,130 youth belonging to the Adi Dravidar, Tribal and Adi Dravidar converted to
Christianity. This scheme will continue during 2015-16.

Skill Development and employment potential training are implemented by
TAHDCO. Apart from Skill Development Training, training for competition examination

and talent examination is also imparted.

5. ABOLITION OF BONDED LABOUR SYSTEM

58. Rehabilitation of Bonded Labour

The practice of bonded labour is banned under of Articles 21 & 23 of the
Constitution of India and therefore the Government of India has enacted the Bonded
Labour System (Abolition) Act of 1976.

Bonded Labour System means the system of forced or partly forced labour either
without wages or for nominal wages. Under this system, the labour forfeit the freedom of
movement from one employer to another or other means of livelihood and thus the

person forfeit the right to move freely throughout the territory of India.

As per Sec.21 of the Bonded Labour System (Abolition) Act, 1976, the Revenue
Divisional Officers / Sub Collectors are designated as the Bonded Labour Releasing and
Rehabilitation Officers. To ensure effective implementation of this Act, the District

Collectors are also made responsible for the release and rehabilitation programmes.

A State Level Monitoring Committee has also been constituted headed by the
Chief Secretary to monitor the progress made by the District Level Committees to
identify, release and to rehabilitate the freed bonded labourers. (Vide G.O.(Ms) No.79,
Adi Dravidar and Tribal Welfare Department, Dated 17.09.2002). For the year 2014-15, a
sum of Rs.125 lakh was allotted and spent of Rs.73.39 lakhs and 610 were benefited.

6. COMMUNITY CERTIFICATES

59. Issue of Community Certificates

Community Certificates to SC/ST are issued by the Revenue Authorities viz.

Tahsildars / Revenue Divisional Officers (RDOs) respectively. Since 1989, the power to

issue Community Certificates to Scheduled Tribes has been delegated to the RDOs

concerned. In order to help the SC/ST people, the State Government has constituted

committees at the District and the State level as advised by the Supreme Court of India.

An Anthropologist has also been included in the Committees as one of the members. The

genuineness of community certificates issued by the Tahsildars and Revenue Divisional

Officers are verified by these above committees as constituted in G.O(2D) No0.108, Adi
Dravidar & Tribal Welfare Department, dated:12.09.2007.

7. RULE OF RESERVATION

60. Rule of Reservation for Adi Dravidars and Tribals

Among the Adi-Dravidars, the Arunthathiars are still at the lowest rung in terms of
their socio-economic and educational status. In order to provide special concessions to
them for their social upliftment, an Act viz. The Tamilnadu Arunthathiyars (Special
Reservation of seats in Educational Institutions including Private Educational Institutions
and of appointments or posts in the Services under the State within the Reservation for
the Scheduled Castes) Act.4/2009 (Tamilnadu Act 4 of 2009) has been enacted offering
3% reservation to Arunthathiars within the 18% reservation available for the Adi Dravidars
and brought into force from 29.4.2009. During this academic year 2013-14, 520
Arunthathiyars have been admitted in Medical courses through the Act. 1964
Arunthathiyar students in Polytechnic Courses and 3235 Arunthathiyar are admitted in
Engineering courses. As per the letter (107/A1/2013) from the The Teachers Recruitment
Board Member Secretary letter dated. 07.01.2014, it has been reported that during the
academic year 2013-14 the total number of post was 4756. Out of which reservation for
SCA, SC, ST were 157, 730, 81 respectively. 307 Arunthathiyars were appointed through
Tamilnadu Public Service Commission and 511 Arunthathiyars were appointed through

Employment Training.

Following measures have been taken to ensure effective implementation of rule of

reservation in the appointments.

» Filling up of backlog reserved vacancies through special recruitment.

» Appointment of a Nodal Officer to supervise the proper implementation of
reservation policy in all the departments.
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» Nomination of at least one Member belonging to the Adi Dravidar / Tribal in the
Selection Committee.

» Appointment by direct recruitment where the representation of SCs/STs is less
than 19%. Such recruitment shall be in each category viz. Group A,B,C and D.

» Indicating at the lowest entry level the number of Scheduled Caste vacancies
while calling for estimate of vacancies.

» General instructions to be followed for admission to professional courses.

61. Pradhan Manthri Adarsh Gram Yojana Scheme (PMAGY)

The Government of India has introduced a new pilot scheme namely PMAGY for
implementing integrated development programmes in the villages that are having more
than 50% of the Scheduled Castes Population. Now 225 villages in Thiruvarur and
Cuddalore Districts have been selected and a sum of Rs.20 lakhs for each will be given

for providing infrastructures facilities.

The State Government has constituted the State Advisory Committee and State

Level Steering-cum-Monitoring Committee for monitoring the Schemes.

The Government of India has sanctioned a sum of Rs.4522.50 lakhs for the
Socio-Economic upliftment of the Adi Dravidar people and to improve the infrastructure
needs in their habitations in the above said 225 villages.

CHAPTER - IV

TRIBAL DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMMES

1. a. Tribal Sub Plan (TSP)

The Constitution of India has incorporated several special provisions for the
promotion of education and economic interests of Scheduled Tribes and their protection
from social injustice and all forms of exploitation. These objectives are sought to be
achieved through a strategy known as the Tribal Sub-Plan strategy, which was adopted
at the beginning of the Fifth Five Year Plan. The strategy seeks to ensure adequate flow
of funds for tribal development from the State Plan allocations to implement various

schemes/programmes by the sectoral departments of the Government.

The Government of Tamilnadu has adopted the Tribal Sub Plan (TSP) concept to
improve the socio-economic conditions of the Tribes since 1976-77. The basic objective
of this plan is to ensure the flow of fund to be allotted for TSP from the State Annual Plan
outlay atleast in proportion to the tribal population for their development. As per 2011
census, the tribal population in Tamilnadu is 7.95 lakh. (1.10% of the State’s total
population).This Sub Plan is implemented through 15 Sectoral Departments. Nodal
Officers are appointed in all Sectoral Departments to monitor the schemes being
implemented under the Tribal Sub Plan.

The Adi Dravidar and Tribal Welfare Department has been designated as the
Nodal Department and its Secretary is the Nodal Officer for formulation and
implementation of TSP. The Head of the Department of Tribal Welfare has been

designated as Monitoring Officer to monitor and review the schemes under this sub-plan.

b. ITDP Areas in Tamil Nadu

Integrated Tribal Development Programmes (ITDP), which are generally
contiguous areas of the size of one or more blocks in which the ST population is 50% or
more of the total population. As far as Tamil Nadu is concerned, the ITDP areas are
taken for implementation of welfare schemes for Tribes. In Tamil Nadu, 10 ITDP areas

covered in 7 districts.

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2. Centrally Sponsored Schemes

a. Special Central Assistance to Tribal Sub Plan

Under Tribal Sub Plan the Govt. of India has released Special Central
Assistance which is additive to the State funds. The Special Central Assistance is used
for the Economic Development and family oriented income generation schemes only
for the Welfare of Scheduled Tribes. A part of Special Central Assistance (Not more
than 30%) is also permitted to be used for development of infrastructure incidental to
such income generating schemes. During the year 2015-16 allocation for this scheme
is Rs.651 lakhs.

b. Grants under Article 275(1) of the Constitution of India

Under the Article 275 (1) of the Constitution of India, the Govt. of India releases
grants to the States for taking up Special Programmes for the Welfare of Tribal. The
funds were used for the purpose of Educational and Economic Development and also for
other infrastructural Development Programmes. such as recurring expenditure of 2 EMR
schools Formation of Roads, Provision of Drinking Water facilities, Provision of
Electrification and Construction of houses in the Tribal Areas. During the year 2015-16 a
sum of Rs. 901 lakhs allocated for this scheme.

c. Central Sector Scheme for the Development of Particularly

Vulnerable Tribal Groups
The Government of India has released Grant-in-aid to the Government of Tamil

Nadu for the first time in the year 2001-2002. During the year 2013-14 a sum of Rs.2000
lakhs has been released for the Development of Particularly Vulnerable Tribal Groups for
the schemes like constructions of Houses supply of milch animals, Tractors, Power tillers,
fishing net, brick making and for Toda Embroidery.

3. Hill Area Development Programame

For the welfare of Tribals residing in the Nilgiris district, the Hill Area
Development Programme is implemented by the Collector of Nilgiris and Project Officer,
HADP, Ooty. The above scheme is implemented by the Government from the year 2000-
01 onwards. During the year 2013-14 a sum of Rs.616.01 lakhs was released under this
scheme for formation of BT road, culverts, cc road, footpath, drinking water supply,
construction of drain, kitchen shed, minor bridge, pump room, check dam and
construction of side wall in the tribal habitations of Nilgiris district.
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4. Western Ghat Development Programme

The Western Ghat Development Programme is implementation of Tribal Welfare
Schemes in Coimbatore, Tiruppur, Dindigul, Theni, Madurai, Virudhunagar,
Kanniyakumari and Tirunelveli Districts. Under Western Ghats Development Programme
works like construction of Kitchen-cum store rooms at GTR schools, provision of water
supply to GTR Schools fixing of Solar Water heater and other infrastructure facilities in
Tribal Habitations are taken up under this programme .Govt have release sum of
Rs.203.20 lakh during 2013-2014 Rs.217.25 in the year 2014-2015.During this year
2015-16 a sum of Rs.0.01 thousand (Token Advance) allocated from this scheme.

5. Implementation of Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers
(Recognition of Forest) Act, 2006

The Government of India have enacted “The Scheduled Tribes and Other
Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006 which came into
existence on 29.12.2006. Under this Act, the State Government have to recognize the
forest rights of the Scheduled Tribes and the traditional forest dwellers, who have been
residing in forests for 3 generations i.e. for 75 years as on 13.12.2005.

2. In order to implement this Act, the State Government have already constituted the

following Committees:

(i) State Level Monitoring Committee headed by the Chief Secretary.
(ii) District Level Committee headed by the District Collector.
(iii) Sub-Divisional Level Committee — headed by the Revenue Divisional Officer.

3. Till date, the District Collectors have been received till date out of which 4471
claims have been processed and recommended for distribution of title deeds to the
claimants. The issue will be decided based on the outcome of the interim stay on the writ
petition. As ordered by the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India, the writ petition pending in
Hon’ble High Court of Madras including W.P.No0.4533/2008 have been transferred to
Supreme Court of India, New Delhi and in respect of Writ Petition pending interlocutory
petition is filed in consultation with the Advocate on Record Supreme Court of India for

claiming individual rights.
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6. Welfare Programmes

a. Education

For the benefits of the Scheduled Tribes 304 Government Tribal Residential
Schools and 2 Eklavya Model Residential Schools (EMRS) totally 306 GTR Schools are
maintained with a strength of about 30933 children. Every year, new Government Tribal
Residential Schools are opened depending upon the need and availability of funds. To
avoid drop outs of Scheduled Tribes girls from Std. Il to Std. V an amount of Rs.500/-
and for Std. VI Rs.1000/- per year are given respectively as incentive on the same pattern
as per the scheme of incentive to Scheduled Caste girls. The level of literacy among
tribals was 20.45% as per 1981 census. This has been increased to 27.89% as per the
1991 census and 41.53% as per 2001 census and 54.34 as per 2011 census.

In Tamil Nadu 2 EMRS (Eklavya Model Residential School) are functioning. The
above to Schools are located in Vellimalai of Villupuram District and Abinavam of Salem
District. The Recurring and non recurring grants for these schools are released by Gowt.
of India. The grants released under Art.275(1) of the constitution of India. The Gowvt. of
India has fixed a sum of Rs.42,000/- per student per annum for the recurring grants to

this school.

b. Teaching grants to Tribal schools run by NGO

The Government have sanctioned teaching grant to the SFRD institution (Society
for Rural Development ) Tribal Schools from the year 2005-06 run by SFRD a Non
Governmental Organisation at Guniganthur Village, Jawadhu Hills in Tiruvannamalai

district. At present 500 Boys and Girls Students are studying in the above institution.

c. Housing

A special scheme of provision of houses is implemented exclusively for Tribals by
Tribal Welfare Department. Since the Tribals are living in hills and forest areas, the
houses are constructed through respective local bodies adopting the IAY expanded
pattern. Full cost of the scheme for Tribals is borne by the Department.

Provision of drinking water, Street lights, communication facilities (Road) Public
Health and medical facilities are taken care of by the respective Departments/Boards. To
provide medical care 25 Primary Health Centres, 76 Health Sub Centres and 7 Siddha
Hospitals, 5 Govt. dispensaries and 1 Mobile Medical Unit are functioning in the ITDP
Areas. The needs of the Tribal living outside the Tribal Sub Plan areas are taken care of
by the institutions functioning in their habitation.
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d. Assistance to Particularly Vulnerable Tribes

Among the Tribals, the most backward Tribals have been identified as

Particularly Vulnerable Tribes adopting the following yardstick.
1. Pre Agricultural level of technology

2. Dwindling population and

3. Low literacy level.

The following six tribal groups have been identified as Particularly Vulnerable

tribal group in Tamil Nadu.
1. Irular. 2 Toda, 3.Kota, 4.Paniyan, 5. Kurumbas and 6. Kattunayakkan

The population of PTGs as per 2001 census is about 2,20,000 Special
Programmes are formulated and implemented for them. They include distribution
of sheep units, Milch animals and provision of houses at free of cost. The
schemes are formulated to cover all the tribal people in the villages. A special
Vocational Guidance Centre is functioning in Ooty and this centre helps the tribal
people for registering in employment exchange, for renewing the registration and

imparting training to attend interviews etc.
e. Assistance to Dispersed Tribes

The Tribals living out side the Integrated Tribal Development Programme
Area in a scattered manner is covered by this programme. For the benefit of

dispersed tribes, the following schemes are implemented.
1. Primary Health Centre at Pechiparai in Kanniyakumari District.

2. Sericulture Farm in Shenpagathoppu in Virudhunagar District

3. Supply of Sheep units and Milch animals.
f. Large Sized Multipurpose Co-Operative Societies (Lamps)

Lamp Societies have been set up in all the Integrated Tribal
Development Programme areas. There are 19 Large and multipurpose
Co-op Societies in the Integrated Tribal Development Programme areas.
These Large and multipurpose Co-op Societies provide short-term and
medium - term interest free loans to the tribals besides consumption loans.
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Apart from providing loan to Tribals the Large and multipurpose
Co-op Societies also supply essential commodities in 101 fair price shops.
They also ensure reasonable return to tribal by way of collections of Minor
Forest Products. At present scheduled tribes families are members of these
Large and multipurpose Co-op Societies.

7. Other Programmes
(a) Establishment of Tribal Research Centre

A “Tribal Research Centre” under the control of Registrar of the Tamil
University, Thanjavur was established in the year 1983-84. The Tribal schemes
like Research on Tribals, training of tribals, review of tribal welfare schemes are
done by the Institute. The expenditure is met by State and Central Government on
50: 50 basis. During the year 1995 the Government have issued orders for taking
over the administrative control of the Tribal Research Centre from the Tamil
University, Thanjavur and from 1.1.1997, Tribal Research Centre is functioning
under the control Tribal Welfare Department.

The Centre is conducting cultural programmes, training programmes
seminars and workshops for tribals and training programmes to the Officers who
are involved in implementing the Tribal Welfare Schemes. Three books have
been published on the basis of the review report of the Centre. This centre is
functioning as an important organisation at State, National and at International
level.

(b) Setting up of Museum on Tribals in the Tribal Research Centre at
Udhagamandalam

To preserve the cultural heritage of the Tribals a Musuem on tribals in the Tribal
Research Centre at Udhagamandalam has been set up. This is a Centrally
Sponsored Scheme under Research and Training. The expenditure is met by
State and Central Government on 50: 50 basis.
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CHAPTER V

CONCLUSION

The Government is taking several steps for framing appropriate policies
needed to design and implement various programmes with necessary legal
support for achieving an objective of creating favourable facilitating environment
to ensure speedy socio economic development of the Adi Dravidars and Tribals.
The approach of the Government is two pronged viz, strengthening the
infrastructure, particularly on education and basic amenities which are directly
benefiting the SC/STs at large. Simultaneously efforts are made to implement
various welfare programmes and economic development programmes to ensure
sustainable social and economic development among the Adi Dravidars and
Tribals.

Therefore focus of this government will be, at first to strengthen and
improve the quality of infrastructure in Adi Dravidar / Tribal habitations, schools
and hostels run for the benefit of Adi Dravidar/ Tribal. Schools and hostels will be
provided with buildings, water supply, sanitation facilities etc. and the
performance of the students will be closely monitored. Secondly various welfare
schemes like scholarships etc. will be streamlined and monitored effectively for its
proper delivery at grass root level. Thirdly special drive will be organised on
improving the livelihood opportunities of poor through self employment and skill
training with special focus on bonded labourers, scavengers and those Adi
Dravidar/ Tribal families living below poverty line. Fourthly, programmes for the
development of entrepreneurs among the Adi Dravidar/ Tribal will also get
priority. The ultimate objective is to uplift the Adi Dravidar/ Tribal people
socio-economically thus facilitating their political empowerment.
