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CITIZEN CHARTER
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BACKWARD CLASSES, MOST BACKWARD CLASSES AND
MINORITIES WELFARE DEPARTMENT

Introduction

Several schemes for Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes,
Denotified Communities and Minorities to help them advance socially,
economically and educationally on par with other developed communities are
implemented by the State.

The total population of Tamil Nadu as per Census 2011 is 7,21,38,958.
Nearly 68 percent of the total population of the State belongs to Backward
Classes, Most Backward Classes and Denotified Communities.

The details of the schemes for the development of Backward Classes,
Most Backward Classes, Denotified Communities and Minorities, the criteria to
avail the benefits, the officials to be approached are all given in this Citizen’s
Charter for Public Information.

2. Reservation

The Reservation is followed in the State of Tamil Nadu since the year
1921. Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes, Denotified Communities, Adi
Dravidars and Tribes constitute above 88% of the total population of Tamil
Nadu. The percentage of reservation has been raised at different stages of
time in the State. The 69% of reservation policy is in force since the year
1990. It plays a vital role in developing socio-educational and economic status

of them.
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The reservation provided at present is given below: -

*Tamil Nadu Act 8/2021 was enacted to provide 10.5% special
reservation for Vanniyakula Kshatriya out of 20% reservation for Most
Backward Classes and Denotified Communities. The Hon’ble Madurai Bench of
Madras High Court quashed the above Act. The Hon’ble Supreme Court of India
in the Special Leave Petitions filed against the order of the High Court has

confirmed the above orders of the High Court of Madras (Madurai Bench).

The list of Backward Classes, Backward Class Muslims, Most Backward

Classes and Denotified Communities are given in Appendix - I.

3. Thanthai Periyar Award for Social Justice

The Government is honouring those who made outstanding contribution
for social justice in Tamil Nadu with Thanthai Periyar Award for social justice
every year. The awardee is selected by the Hon’ble Chief Minister every year.
The award carries a gold medal of 1 sovereign and a cash prize of Rs.1 lakh
which has been enhanced to Rs.5.00 Lakh from the year 2021-22.

4. Educational Development

Education forms the basis for the economic progress of a society. The
State Government has made many schemes for the educational advancement
of the Backward Classes and Minroties. The reservation policy has passed the
way for them to join educational institutions. The scholarship scheme provides

financial Assistnace to poor students to get an education.



Scholarship Schemes

Pre-matric scholarship scheme

No fee (Tuition fee/ special fee/ examination fee) is collected from the
students studying in TamilMedium in Government and Government Aided
Schools. The Government have completely waived the payment of tuition fee
for the students studying in English medium from standard 6t to 10t in
Government and Government aided schools.

Exam Fees Reimbursement:

The Examination Fee for the English Medium students studying in 10t
standard in Government and Government Aided Schools is reimbursed in full to
the Directorate of Government Examinations for BC, MBC & DNC students with

the following conditions.

Conditions

Backward Classes -Parental annual income should not exceed Rs.2.50 lakh.

Most Backward Classes and Denotified Communities — No Condition.

Post-matric scholarship scheme (School students)

Under Post-matric scholarship scheme, examination fees for the
Backward Classes students studying in 11%h and 12t standards in English
medium in Government and Government Aided schools are being reimbursed.
This is subject to the condition that their annual parental income should not
exceed Rs.2.5 lakh. For Most Backward Classes and Denotified Communities
students examination fee is reimbursed without any condition. The
Government has waived the payment of tuition fee and special fee to the
students studying in Tamil and English medium in Government and
Government Aided schools. The examination fee for 11t and 12% standard

Tamil medium students has also been waived.



Post-matric scholarship scheme (College students)

Under Post matric scholarship scheme, scholarships are sanctioned to
Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes and Denotified Communities
students studying ITI, Diploma in Polytechnics, Post Graduate, Professional
and Ph.D. courses. Annual parental income should not exceed Rs.2.5 lakh to
avail this scholarship. Under the scheme, tuition fee and special fee are
sanctioned as fixed for the Government educational institutions. Examination
fee is sanctioned in full and book money as notified in the scholarship
notification. Students studying in the second shift in Government and
Government aided colleges are also sanctioned scholarship by applying the
same conditions stipulated for students studying in the morning shift. In
addition to the scholarship amount, boarding and lodging charges are
sanctioned to students who are staying in hostels attached to educational
institutions, at the enhanced rate of Rs.4000/-per year (Rs.400/- per month
for 10 months in a year) for UnderGraudate courses, Professional Courses, ITI

/ Diploma and Post Graduate courses from the year 2021-22.

Free Education Scheme

Degree courses

Under Free Education scholarship (Degree) scheme, students of
Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes and Denotified Communities
studying in three year Degree Courses in Government and Government Aided
Arts and Science colleges are sanctioned special fee and non-refundable
compulsory fee as prescribed by the Government (Tuition fee of students
studying in three year Degree Courses in Government and Government Aided
Arts and Science colleges has been waived). Book money is sanctioned as
notified in the scholarship notification and examination fee in full. This
scholarship is sanctioned without any condition. In addition to the scholarship
amount, boarding and lodging charges at the enhanced rate of Rs.4000/- per

year (Rs.400/- per month for 10 months in a year) are sanctioned to students
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who are staying in hostels attached to educational institutions from the year
2021-22.

Diploma courses

Under Free Education scholarship (Diploma) scheme, students of
Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes and Denotified Communities
studying Diploma courses in Government and Government Aided Polytechnic
Colleges are sanctioned tuition fee, special fee and non-refundable compulsory
fee as prescribed by the Government. Book money is sanctioned as notified in
the scholarship notification and examination fee in full. This is subject to the
conditions that the annual parental income should not exceed Rs.2,50,000/-
and the beneficiary should be the first diploma holder/graduate in the family.
In addition to the scholarship amount, boarding and lodging charges at the
enhanced rate of Rs.4000/-per year (Rs.400/- per month for 10 months in a
year) are sanctioned to students who are staying in hostels attached to

educational institutions from the year 2021-22.
Professional courses

Under Free Education scholarship (Professional) scheme, students of
Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes and Denotified Communities
selected under Government quota through single window system and pursuing
Professional Courses in Government, Government aided and self-financing
colleges, are sanctioned special fee and non-refundable compulsory fee as
prescribed by the Government. Book money is sanctioned as notified in
scholarship notification and examination fee in full. This is subject to the
conditions that the annual parental income should not exceed Rs. 2,50,000/-
and the beneficiary should be the first graduate in the family. In addition to
the scholarship amount, boarding and lodging charges at the enhanced rate of
Rs.4000/-per year (Rs.400/- per month for 10 months in a year) are
sanctioned to students who are staying in hostels attached to educational

institutions from the year 2021-22.
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Web enabled sanction of scholarship

Sanction and disbursement of scholarship to the college students of

Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes and Denotified Communities is

implemented through the web application www.bcmbcscholarship.tn.gov.in.
Scholarships are directly credited into the students’ bank account through
Integrated Financial and Human Resource Management System (IFHRMS) by

the respective Heads of the Department.

Reimbursement of fee to the students studied in Government Schools
and admitted in Medical Courses under 7.5% preferential allotment
seats

Fee for the students who studied in Government schools and admitted in
Medical and Dental Courses under 7.5% preferential allotment seats, is

reimbursed to the Directorate of Medical Education.
How to Apply for Post-Matric Scholarship for Colleges

BC, MBC & DNC College students can collect their BC, MBC & DNC
Scholarship application from their Institutions and submit the duly filled in
applications with the relevant documents to the Institutions. For any queries
contact District Backward Classes and Minorities Welfare Office situated in the

Campus of District Collectorate.

Scholarships to students studying in Central Government Institution
like IIT, IIM, IIIT, NIT and Central Universities

Scholarships are sanctioned to the Tamil Nadu students belonging to
BC/MBC/DNC communities who are pursuing UG/PG Courses in Government of
India instituitions like IIT, IIM, IIIT, NIT and Central Universities with the

following conditions.

Conditions:

1. The student should belong to Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes
or Denotified Communities.
2. The student should be a native of Tamil Nadu.



3. The student should be pursuing UG/PG courses in IIT, IIM, IIIT, NIT and
Central Universities.

4. The annual family income should not exceed Rs.2.50 Lakh.

5. The scholarship amount will be reimbursed to the student every year for
the entire duration of their UG/PG Courses.

6. The reimbursement will cover Tuition Fee, Special Fee, Exam Fee, other
compulsory fees as prescribed by the Institution or Rs. 2.00 lakh per
year whichever is lesser.

7. If more number of applications are received, eligible students will be
shortlisted as per the marks secured by them in plus two public exam.

How to apply:

The eligible and willing students are requested to fill the applications
forms and submit the filled application to the institutions and send the filled
application with the concurrence of the Principal of the Institutions with all

enclosures to the under mentioned Directorate.

Students seeking admission in BC/MBC/DNC Hostels can submit their
certificates of annual parental income and community after getting admission

into the hostel. They need not submit the same along with application.

District Collectors have been empowered to sanction 10% additional
strength to the needy hostels. If demand for hostel admissions exceeds even
after sanctioning additional seats by District Collectors, the Heads of the
Department have been empowered to admit an additional 2,185 students over

and above the sanctioned strength of the hostels.

Four percentage of seats are allotted in each hostel to accommodate

differently abled students.

Five seats have been sanctioned in all hostels, in addition to the
sanctioned strength to accommodate the children of Sri Lankan Tamil refugees

who reside in camps.

Rescued bonded labour children are admitted in the hostels at any time

without any conditions till they complete their course.

In order to accommodate children of labourers originally from Tamil
Nadu and currently working in plantations in Tamil Nadu - Kerala border
adjacent to Theni district, they have been exempted from producing
community and income certificates. They are admitted into BC/MBC/DNC

hostels situated in Theni District based on self-declaration of their parents.

job opportunities available. Every vyear, this Career Guidance
programme is conducted through Employment and Training
department.

. Special guides are provided free of cost to the boarders studying in

10t and 12t standard to improve their performance in public
examinations.

. The boarders of hostels studying upto XII standard are supplied with

all text books free of cost by the Department of School Education.

. Four sets of uniforms are given to the hostel boarders studying from

IV to X standard, as per the colour and pattern adopted under
Nutritious meal scheme from the year 2013-14.

. Colour television, play materials, water purifier, book shelves,

wet-grinder, steam-based cooking boilers, mixer-grinder, napkin
incinerator, fire extinguishers, idly steamer, library books and electric
insect destroyer are supplied to the hostels. In addition, inverter,
reference books and two-tier bunk cots are supplied to the college
hostels.
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7. Stainless steel plates and tumblers are provided to all hostel boarders.

Woolen sweaters are provided to the boarders of hostels located in hill

stations. The following benefits are also given to the hostel boarders.

a) Mats are provided to school hostel boarders every year.
b) Jamakkalam are provided to first year college boarders.

c) Bedsheets are provided once in two years for both school and

hostel boarders.

8. Three medical checkup camps are conducted for all hostel

boarders and Kallar Reclamation School students every year.

High/Higher secondary schools. Most Backward Classes and Denotified
Communities girls students of Kallar Reclamation Schools of rural areas are
given incentive at the rate of Rs.500/- per annum for students studying 3™ to
5th standard and Rs.1000 per annum for students studying 6t standard.

Lower Kinder Garden English medium classes were started and
functioning in 15 Kallar Reclamation Primary Schools in Madurai, Theni and
Dindigul districts at the rate of 5 schools in each district. Further, English
medium classes were started and functioning from 6™ standard in 15 Kallar
Reclamation Higher Secondary schools and English medium classes are

conducted up to 8t standard in these schools.

Orders were issued to start English Medium classes in 9t standard in
the 15 Kallar Reclamation schools from the academic year 2022-2023.
Further, in the year 2021-2022, English medium classes have been started
in 1st standard in all the 225 Kallar Reclamation Schools having 1st
standard. In the academic year 2021-2022, 1709 students are studying in

English Medium classes.

In order to encourage Headmasters / Teachers of Kallar Reclamation
schools prizes are awarded to them. Cash prize of Rs. 10,000/- and Certificate
of Appreciation is awarded to the Headmasters of Kallar reclamation high /
higher secondary schools who ensures pass percentage of 95% and above in

10t and 12t standard Public Examinations.

Cash prize of Rs.5,000/- is awarded to PG / B.T Teachers of Kallar
Reclamation Schools, who achieve 100% result in their subject in 10t and 12t

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14. MINORITIES WELFARE

As a pioneer in safeguarding the interests of the minorities, to improve
the socio-economic and educational status of the minorities and to protect
their Constitutional and legal rights, to implement the recommendations of the
Justice Rajindar Sachar Committee, to monitor the implementation of the
Prime Minister’'s New 15 Point Programme and to implement various welfare
schemes, the Government of Tamil Nadu created "“Directorate of Minorities
Welfare” in the year 2007. The State Minorities Commission was formed in the
year 1989 to protect the rights of Relious and Linguistic Minorites and Tamil
Nadu Minorities Economic Development Corporation (TAMCO) was formed in

the year 1999 to improve the economic status of the Minorities.

State and District Administration

Workplaces have been created and implemented to enable the Minority
Welfare Directorate to implement Minority Welfare Schemes in all District

Collectorates.

Separate Reservation

After considering the recommendations obtained from Tamil Nadu
Backward Classes Commission on the various representations from the
minority communities to provide for separate reservation, the Government
have enacted the law providing 3.5% reservation to Backward Class Muslims
out of the 30% reservation earmarked for BC. The law is being implemented
since 15.09.2007. The Government has ordered to follow the carry forward
procedure in filling up of posts earmarked for Backward Class Muslims in direct

recruitments.

Muslim Women Aid Society

To help the destitute Muslim widows by paying monthly allowances, a
society was started in Chennai in the name “Mohammadan Gosha Widows Aid
Charity” on 01.10.1892 by the Nawab of Carnatic. Subsequently, the name
was changed into “Muslim Women Aid Society”. This Society was registered
under the Societies Registration Act on 12.08.1976. This society is functioning

under the chairmanship of District Collector, Chennai.
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Based on the above Chennai Muslim Women Aid society, Muslim Women
Aid Societies have been formed in all the District Headquarters of the State in
the year 2007 with District collector as Ex-officio Chairman. Muslim Woman Aid
Societies were formed in all the District Headquarters of Tamil Nadu under
the Societies Registration Act in the name District Muslim Women Aid Society
and the same is functioning in each District headed by the District Collector,
as Ex-Officio President, the Project Officer Women Development (DRDA), as
Ex-Officio vice President, District Backward Classes and Minorities Welfare
Officer as Convener / Ex-Officio Treasurer, one Honorary Secretary, two
Honoary Joint Secretaries and three other members from prominent and Local
Muslim Persons nominated by the District Collector and thereafter elected by
the members in the General Body Meeting.

Matching Grant to a maximum of Rs.20 Lakhs per year at the ratio of 1:2
viz., twice the amount of donation collected by the Muslim Women Aid
Societies to each society with effect from 01.04.2012 sanctioned by the

Government.

An announcement was made in the year 2021-2022, that additional
Muslim Women Aid Societies would be formed on need basis. Accordingly,
orders were issued to form 3 Muslim Women Aid Societies in Theni, Krishnagiri
and Villupuram Districts and seed money of Rs.1 lakh has been provided to

every year including 50 Nuns/Sisters permitted to undertake the trip.

The Tour Itineary covers Bethelhem, Jerusalem, Nazareth, Jordon River,
Sea of Calilee & other Biblical places. It has been ordered to increase the
financial assistance by the Government for Nuns/Sisters to Rs.60,000/- and for

others to Rs.37000/- per person from the financial year 2021-2022.

15. TAMIL NADU STATE MINORITIES COMMISSION

The Tamil Nadu State Minorities Commission was constituted for
safeguarding the interests of religious and linguistic Minorities in Tamil Nadu in
1989.

The Tamil State Minorities Commission has been conferred with
Statutory Powers as per Tamil Nadu State Minorities Commission Act 2010 (Act
21/2010) with effect from 01.08.2010.

The Commission was reconstituted in the year 2021 with Thiru.S.Peter

Alphonse as Chairman, Dr.Masthan as Vice Chairman and 8 other members.

(The Chairman, Vice Chairman and 8 other members of the State

Minorities Commission will hold the post for a period of 3 years)

The following are the functions of the Commission:

i Implementation of the various safeguards provided in the
Constitution of India and in the laws enacted by the State
Legislature for the protection of Minorities.

ii. To make recommendation for the effective implementation of all
the safeguards provided for Minorities in a proper manner.

iii.  To undertake a review of the implementation of the policies taken
by the Government and Welfare Schemes for the welfare of
Minorities.

iv. ~ To conduct studies, research and analysis on the question of
removal of discrimination against Minorities.

V. To suggest appropriate legal measures to be taken to protect the
interest of Minorities and Welfare measures to be implemented for
their development to the State Government.

vi.  To make recommendations on the methods for ensuring,

maintaining and promoting communal harmony in the State
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This Commission enquire the requests received from minority people and
institutions by calling them in person and forward the requests to concerned
departments and receive reports from the departments. The Commission is
visiting various districts of the State in order to identify the grievances of the
minorities and forward it's recommendation to the Government for the

effective implementation of the welfare schemes for minorities.

Field visits of the State Minorities Commission in Districts

The Commission has visited Thiruvallur, Kancheepuram, Chengalpattu,
Thanjavur, Trichy, Tirunelveli, Tenkasi, Chennai, Coimbatore and Trippur
districts and enquired the request of the minorities and advised the district
collectors to take immediate action. About 2,400 persons attended these

meetings and submitted their requests.

Mahila Samridhi Yojana

Mahila Samuridi Yojana is a scheme linking micro credit with the training
to the women members formed into self help group (SHG’s) in the trades such
as tailoring. Cutting and Embroidery etc., After the training, need based micro

credit subject to a (SHG), so formed at an interest of 7% per annum.

Under this scheme, for the year 2021-22, proposals have been
recommended to National Minorities Development and Finance Corporation
(NMDFC) and NMDFC has sanctioned two training institutes in Pudukottai
District to conduct tailoring training programme for 40 members for a duration
of 6 months at a cost of Rs.6 lakh.

Commission Act, 2010 (Tamil Nadu Act 21 of 2010) Government has notified
that the persons belonging to the Minority communities who are natives of
Tamil Nadu and having Telugu, Urdu, Kannada, Malayalam, Sourashtra and

Marathi as their mother tongue as “Linguistic Minorities”
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17. TAMIL NADU WAQF BOARD

As per the Waqgf Act, 1954, the Tamil Nadu Waqf Board was constituted
on 18.01.1958. After the implementation of the Waqgf Act, 1995 (Central Act
43 of 1995) the Government constitutes the Board once in every 5 years. From
19.09.2020 onwards, the Board is functioning with 11 members and
Thiru.M.Abdul Rahman is elected as the Chairman of the Board by the

members. It has 11 zonal offices with Chennai as its Head quarters.

Establishment

The Chief Executive Officer is the administrative head. For the efficient
administration throughout the State of Tamil Nadu, the office is having 11
zonal offices at Chennai, Poonamallee, Vellore, Cuddalore, Salem, Coimbatore,
Thanjavur, Trichy, Madurai, Ramanathapuram and Tirunelveli. Each zone is
headed by one Superintendent. There are also Waqf Inspectors functioning in
all the 38 Districts.

Functions of the Board

a) To maintain a record containing information relating to the origin,
income, object and beneficiaries of every Wadqf.

b) To ensure that the income and other properties of the Waqgfs are
applied to the objects and for the purposes for which such Waqgfs
were created or intended.

c) To give directions for the administration of the Wagf.

d) To settle scheme of management for Waqgfs.

e) To scrutinize and approve the Budget submitted by Muthawallis and
to arrange for the auditing of the accounts of the Wadfs.

f) To appoint and remove Muthawallis in accordance with the provisions
of the Waqf Act.

g) To take measures for the recovery of the lost properties of Waqgfs.

h) To institute and defend suits and proceedings in a Court of law

relating to Waqgfs and their properties.
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i) To administer the Wagf fund.

j) To call for such returns, statistics, accounts and other informations
from the Muthawallis with respect to the Waqgf properties as the Board
may require from time to time.

k) To inspect or cause inspection of Waqgf properties, accounts or records
or deeds and documents relating thereto;

) To investigate and determine the nature and extent of Waqfs and
Waqf properties and to cause, whenever necessary, survey of Waqf
properties;

m) To do generally all such acts as may be necessary for the due

control, maintenance and administration of Waqfs.

Apart from this, the Board is implementing certain schemes for the
needy Wagf institutions such as Renovation scheme for the repair and
renovation of Waqgf properties, Major Renovation Scheme, Scheme for
construction of compound wall / barbed wire fencing around Burial Ground,
Ulema pension scheme, Payment of maintenance to Muslim women as ordered
by a Court and also supervising M.S.S. Wakf Board College, Madurai as per

rules and regulation of the College.

There are 7504 Waqgf Institutions under the supervisory control of Tamil
Nadu Wagf Board of which, 3470 are registered Waqfs and 4034 are
unregistered Wadgfs.

Direct Management

For administrative reasons, some of the waqfs are taken under direct
management of Tamil Nadu Waqf Board under section 65 of the Waqgf Act,
1995 and Executive Officers are appointed to administer the Waqgfs under
direct management. At the commencement of the last year 85 Waqf
institutions were under direct management of Tamil Nadu Waqgf Board. Of
which, direct management was withdrawn for 36 Waqgfs and handed over to

the Waqf institutions by the board and 6 Waqfs institutions newly taken under
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direct management during the last year. Thus, at present 55 Waqf institutions

are under direct management of the Tamil Nadu Waqgf Board.

Survey of Waqf properties

Under section 4 of the Waqgf Act 1995, the Government have appointed
the Commissioner of Survey as Survey Commissioner of Waqfs for the purpose
of survey of the Waqfs existing in the State. District Revenue Officers were
appointed as Additional Survey Commissioner of Waqfs and Tahsildars in the

State have been desighated as Assistant Commissioner of Waqfs.

As per the direction of the Government, District-wise particulars of Waqf
properties have been extracted from the original registers of the Tamil Nadu
Waqf Board already prepared as per the provisions of Waqgf Act, 1954 and
handed over to all the District Revenue Officers in the State. As per the details
submitted, the Survey Commissioner of Waqfs have completed the survey of
Wagqf properties relating to 27 districts in the State of Tamil Nadu and the

survey of Waqf properties in the remaining districts are under progress.

Retrieval of Waqf properties from Encroachments

Action is being taken for retrieval of Waqgf properties under section 54 of
the Waqf Act, 1995 and Public Premises (Eviction of Unauthorised Occupants)
Act, 1995.

At present, Waqf Properties worth Rs.15800 lakh with an extent of 16
lakh sq.ft. have been recovered from the encroachers and handed over to the
concerned Wagf Institutions.

Further, concerned Sub Registrars are addressed under Section 22A of
the Registration Act 1908 not to register Waqf properties in favour of third
parties without obtaining No Objection Certificate from Tamil Nadu Waqf
Board.

Wagqf Tribunal

In order to resolve the disputes relating Waqgf properties, the Government

of Tamil Nadu constituted Tamil Nadu Waqgf Tribunal under section 83 of the
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Wagqgf Act, 1995. The Tribunal is functioning at door No.5, Kamarajar Salai,
Chennai-600 005 from 06.08.2018.

The Waqf Tribunal consists of a District Sessions or Civil Judge as the
Chairman, an officer from the State Civil Services and a person having
knowledge of Muslim Law.

Sanction of Administrative Grant by the Government
The Tamil Nadu Government sanctions Rs.2.5 Crores every year as

Administrative Grant to the Tamil Nadu Waqf Board.

Further, orders were issued to sanction an additional amount of 5%
incentive received in proportion to the contributions received from the Waqf
Institutions will be given to the Tamil Nadu Waqgf Board along with the
Administrative Grant from the year 2022 - 2023.

Construction of Zonal Offices - Grants sanctioned to Tamil Nadu
Waqf Board

An announcement has been made that building for 8 Zonal Offices of
Tamil Nadu Waqgf Board at Poonamallee, Vellore, Cuddalore, Trichy,
Thanjavur, Madurai, Ramanathapuram and Salem will be constructed at an
estimated cost of Rs.16 lakhs for each zonal office building. At the first
instance the Government has sanctioned and released grant of Rs.64 lakh
for construction of 4 Zonal Offices at Poonamallee, Vellore, Ramnathapuram

and Cuddalore.

Maintenance Payments to Divorced Muslim Women

As per the Section 4 (2) of the Muslim Women (Protection of rights on
Divorce) Act, 1986 maintenance amount is paid to divorced Muslim Women by
the Tamil Nadu Waqf Board as per the orders of the Court. The expenditure to
the Tamil Nadu Waqf Board for this purpose is Rs.67,800/- per annum.

Honorarium to Kazis
The Government of Tamil has ordered to pay honorarium of Rs,20,000/-

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18. TAMIL NADU STATE HAJ COMMITTEE

Haj Committee Act, 2002 was enacted by the Government of India to
make arrangements pertaining to travel and accommodation to the Haj
pilgrims visiting Makkah at Saudi Arabia. As per the provisions contained in
the said Act, the Tamil Nadu State Haj Committee is periodically reconstituted
by the Government for a period of 3 years. The present Committee is
reconstituted during the year 2020 with 12 members including Secretary &

Executive Officer as Ex-officio Member of the Committee by the Government.

Functions of the Tamil Nadu Stat Haj Committee:

(i) Based on the guidelines of Ministry of Minority Affairs, Government of
India, the Haj Committee of India, Mumbai, 100% online Haj Applications
are received from the intending pilgrims.

(i) Receipt of applications and selection of applicants for Haj pilgrimage from
Tamil Nadu, by draw of lots using computer software when the number of
applications is more than the quota.

(iii) Issuing guidelines to the applicants regarding payment of passanger fare
and other dues to the Haj Committee of India, Mumbai.

(iv) Deputation of representatives to the Building Selection Team to assist
Consulate General of India Jeddah to select suitable buildings every year.

(v) Deputation of Haj volunteers every year to look after the welfare of the
Hajis from Tamil Nadu when they are in Saudi Arabia.

(vi) Liaise with the Regional Passport Offices for obtaining (Haj) passports for
the intending Haj pilgrims, if necessary.

(vii)Printing and supply of hand book on ‘Haj and Umrah’ free of cost in Tamil
language every year to Haj pilgrims.

(viii) Coordinate the functions relating to various agencies of Government of
India, State Government, the Haj Committee of India, Mumbai etc, and
other agencies such as Saudi Arabian Airlines, Air India, Airports Authority

of India, Immigration, Customs, BCAS, etc., and other voluntary
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organizations for smooth, hassle free and successful arrangements for Haj
flight operations, etc.

(ix) Provide supporting arrangements for operation of direct Haj flights from
Chennai to Jeddah and back such as transit accommodation, transport
from accommodation centers to airport and back, etc.

(x) Conduct inoculation camps and orientation programmes at various
district/taluk headquarters benefitting the pilgrims.

(xi) Other incidental activities relating to Haj pilgrimage.

Procedure for application:

Every year, before the commencement of Haj period, the Haj Committee
of India, Mumbai in consultation with Ministry of Minority Affairs, New Delhi,
finalize the various proposals relating to Haj pilgrimage. Based on the
instructions of Haj Committee of India, Mumbai, a press release is issued every
year by the Tamil Nadu State Haj Committee calling for applications for Haj
pilgrimage. The last date for submission of the filled in applications is also
notified by the Haj Committee of India. The Government of India allots
pilgrims quota for each State based on the Muslim population of each State. If
the number of applications received is more than the State quota, the Haj
pilgrims are selected through the drawn of lot in a transparent manner. Haj
Application Form can be submitted online at www.hajcommittee.gov.in or
through android mobile app “HCol”. For further details, intending haj
applicants may refer to the guidelines for haj issued by Haj Committee of

India, Mumbai in the website address www.hajcommittee.gov.in.
Arrangements for Haj pilgrimage:
(a) Haj quota for each State.

The Government of India distributes quota allotted for the country
among various States based on Muslim population as per 2011 census. The
Tamil Nadu State Haj Committee invites applications from the intending
pilgrims. The pilgrims are selected by holding district wise Qurrah (draw of

lots) as per the quota allotted for Tamil Nadu.
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(b) Orientation Training camps.

A comprehensive orientation/training programme is conducted for the
pilgrims at District level to educate the intending pilgrims on the various travel
formalities and rituals to be observed while performing Haj/Umrah and about
the likely difficulties they would face during the pilgrimage and services offered
by various departments like Consulate General of India, Jeddah, Moallims, etc.
The extensive orientation programmes carried out through Tamil Nadu State
Haj Committee at district level is found very useful by the pilgrims. The
Trainers as trained by Haj Committee of India, Mumbai are deputed to the
various centers where orientation training camps are organised with the help
of local voluntary organizations and members of the Committee and intending
pilgrims are educated by these trainers. Visuals are also shown in these
programmes for better understanding by the pilgrims and to avoid difficulties

during the course of their journey.
(c) Inoculation camps.

Tamil Nadu State Haj Committee conducts inoculation programme
against meningitis and seasonal influenza in various districts based on the
number of pilgrims. The above vaccines are administered to the pilgrims
before every Haj and National Institute of Communicable Diseases, New Delhi
supplies the vaccines to all State Haj Committees free of cost. The required
doses of the Tetra vaccine and seasonal Influenza are distributed to the
Deputy Directors of Health Services in various districts through King Institute,
Chennai. The staff of the Committee are deputed to various centres to conduct
the inoculation programme as per the dates fixed by the Committee.

Vaccination is administered free of cost.

It is mandatory to give Oral Polio vaccine to all the pilgrims six weeks
before start of their Haj journey. Accordingly, this Committee arranges for
administering of Polio drops to the pilgrims through Public Health authorities
and Corporation of Chennai. Certificates in this regard will also be issued to the

pilgrims.
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Chennai as Embarkation Point.

Previously, Chennai was notified as an important embarkation point for
Haj pilgrims from Tamil Nadu, Puducherry and Andaman & Nicobar Islands.
Due to Pandemic Covid-19, the Haj Committee of India, Mumbai, has reduced
the number of embarkation point from 20 to 10. Based on the Haj Guidelines
2022, the embarkation point for the Haj pilgrims of Tamil Nadu, Puducherry,
Andaman Nicobar has now been changed from Chennai to Cochin. Taking into
consideration of the difficulties faced by the Haj Pilgrims, the State
Government has requested the Union Government to re-designate Chennai
airport which is functioning with good infrastructural facilities as embarkation

point, so as to ease the travel formalities of Tamil Nadu State Haj pilgrims.
Grants/assistance from State Government:

a) Administrative Grant for the Committee.

Tamil Nadu State Haj Committee meets the administrative cost
towards the staff from out of financial assistance provided by the Government
of Tamil Nadu. The Government of Tamil Nadu sanctions a sum of Rs.50 lakh
as administrative grant every year to the Haj Committee towards payment of
salaries to staff, settlement of charges like property tax, electricity charges,
metro water and sewerage charges, etc. Accordingly, a sum of Rs.50 lakh is
allotted as administrative grant for the year 2022-2023.

b) Subsidy to Tamil Nadu State Haj pilgrims.

The Government will continue to offer its contribution in fulfilling one of
the five religious obligations of Islamic people in Tamil Nadu. The Government
has enhanced the grant from Rs.6.00 crore to Rs.10 crore under this scheme,
so as to reduce financial burden of pilgrims. The subsidy amount will be

directly deposited in the savings account of selected pilgrims.

c) Sanction of grant for deputation of Haj volunteers and members of
Building Selection Team.

The Government also sanctions grants to the Tamil Nadu State Haj

Committee to meet expenditure on deputation of Haj volunteers to Saudi
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Arabia who assist the pilgrims and for deputation of representatives in Building
Selection Team to Saudi Arabia for selection of buildings to accommodate the
pilgrims. Due to Corona pandemic, the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia has cancelled
haj for the years 2020 and 2021. So, nho members were deputed under
Building Selection Team and haj volunteers to Saudi Arabia. For 2022-2023, a
sum of Rs.10.29 lakh is allotted under this scheme.

d) Other grants.

The Government also reimburses expenditure towards T.A./D.A. bills of
members of Tamil Nadu State Haj Committee in respect of their visits to
attend meeting of the Committee. The Government also sanctions grants every
year for non-recurring expenditure like provision of certain equipment for the

smooth functioning of the Tamil Nadu State Haj Committee.
