In the above Thirukural “Thiruvalluvar’ has stated that, “Water will flow from a well in

the sand in proportion to the depth to which it is dug, and knowledge will flow from a man in
proportion to his learning”.  As per this quote of Thiruvallur, the Government of Tamilnadu
implements various welfare schemes to educate the Backward Classes, Most Backward
Classes and Denotified Communities people so as to obtain the imperishable property of

wisdom.

The Secretary is heading the Department of Backward Classes, Most Backward
Classes and Minorities Welfare at the Government level. At the State level, the Director of
Backward Classes is implementing various welfare schemes for Backward Classes, the
Director of Most Backward Classes and Denotified Communities is implementing various
welfare schemes for Most Backward Classes and Denotified Communities and Director for

Minorities is implementing various welfare schemes of Minorities.

At the District level, under the direct control of the District Collectors, the District
Backward Classes and Minorities Welfare Officers are implementing various welfare schemes
for the Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes, Denotified Communities and Minorities.
The schemes intended for the upliftment of Piramalai Kallars are implemented through the
Joint Director (Kallar Reclamation) with Headquarters at Madurai, in the Districts of Madurai,

Theni and Dindugal where they are predominant.

TAMIL NADU BACKWARD CLASSES ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION

For the economic development of the people of the Backward Classes, Most Backward
Classes and Denotified Communities of the State, Tamil Nadu Backward Classes Economic
Development Corporation (TABCEDCO) was started in the year 1982.



TAMIL NADU MINORITIES ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION

To place special emphasis on the economic development of the minorities in the State,

the Government formed the Tamil Nadu Minorities Economic Development Corporation

(TAMCO) during 1999.

TAMIL NADU STATE MINORITIES COMMISSION

To study and advise the Government on various measures in order to protect the
interests of the religious and linguistic minorities in the State, the Government constituted the
State Minorities Commission in 1989.

TAMIL NADU BACKWARD CLASSES COMMISSION

Pursuant to the directions of the Supreme Court of India in Mandal Commission case,
the Tamil Nadu Backward Classes Commission is functioning from the year 1993 under the
Chairmanship of a retired High Court Judge to examine and send the recommendations to
Government in respect of various requests relating to inclusion or exclusion of the
communities from the lists of Backward Classes / Most Backward Classes / Denotified

Comunities.

DENOTIFIED COMMUNITIES WELFARE BOARD
In order to uplift the Denotified communities socially, educationally and

economically and ensure the advancement of the Denotified communities, the Denotifed

Communities Welfare Board is functioning.
TAMIL NADU NARIKORAVAR WELFARE BOARD

In order to improve the livelihood of the Narikoravar and to ensure the advancement of
the Narikoravar communities through various schemes implemented by the Government and

to advise the Government in its implementation Tamil Nadu Narikoravar Board is functioning.

VANNIYAR PUBLIC PROPERTIES WELFARE BOARD

“YVANNIYAR PUBLIC PROPERTIES WELFARE BOARD” was formed with an
objective to identify the Vanniyar Public Trust Properties bequeathed for the benefits of the
vanniyar community and carryout the objectives and to channalise the benefits of the Trusts to
the appropriate section of the community. (G.0.Ms. No. 20 BC, MBC & MW Department,
Dated 2.3.2009)

2. RESERVATION

The Reservation policy enforced in the State from 1921 with a lofty aim that the weaker

sections of the society should secure due share in educational and employment opportunities
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has undergone many beneficial changes in fulfilment of the demands made by various
sections of the society from time to time. Tamil Nadu is occupying a pride of place in creating
awareness throughout India for providing reservation to Backward Classes and Scheduled
Castes in education and employment opportunities. Consequent on the striking down of this
principal known as “Communal Government Order” by the Supreme Court of India in 1951,
Thanthai Periyar spearheaded the mass processions of protest and the agitations became the
formidable basis for bringing out the first amendment to the Constitution. As a result of this,
Article 15(4) was introduced in the Constitution to provide reservation. This is hailed as an
historical achievement in the struggle for Social Justice and in advancing the cause of social,
educational and economic conditions of Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes and
Denotified Communities who had hitherto suffered the denial of rights.

Consequent to the judgement delivered by the Constitution Bench of the Supreme
Court in Indra Sawhney Vs. Union of India, restricting reservation to 50 percent, the
Government of Tamil Nadu, headed by the Hon’ble Chief Minister, enacted the Tamil Nadu
Act 45 of 1994, to protect the existing level of total reservation at 69 percent and had the Act
included in the Ninth Schedule of the Constitution to get protection under Article 31-B of the
Constitution.

Responding to the petitions filed against the validity of the Act and exclusion of creamy
layer, the Supreme Court observed that if any State wanted to exceed the reservation beyond
50%, it should decide on the basis of quantifiable data. It has further observed on 13.07.2010
that the quantifiable data ought to be supplied to the Tamil Nadu Backward Classes
Commission and the Commission should give its findings regarding the quantum of
reservation within a period of one year. Within this time limit, the Backward Classes
Commission should also give its findings relating to the exclusion of creamy layer.
Accordingly data have been given to the Commission. The Backward Classes Commission
headed by Justice M.S. Janarthanam examined the two issues and gave its report to
Government on 08.07.2011 in which it has reported that considering the population of various
communities, there is justification regarding the quantum of reservation available to them and
that regarding the implementation of Tamil Nadu Act 45 of 1994, there is no necessity

warranting the creamy layer exclusion.

The Government has accepted the recommendation of the Commission and issued
orders on 11™ July, 2011 continuing the 69% reservation without the exclusion of the Creamy
layer. Thus, the 69% reservation has been safeguarded. (G.O.Ms. No. 50 BC, MBC & MW
Department, Dated 11.7.2011)

4. POLICY FORMULATION AND ADMINISTRATION

The Directorate of Backward Classes Welfare, Most Backward Classes and Denotified
Communities Welfare and Minorities Welfare are headed by I.A.S. Officers at the State Level
to formulate schemes and programmes for the respective three Departments. At the district
level, the District Collectors are monitoring the implementation of the various welfare schemes
of the Departments assisted by the District Backward Classes and Minorities Welfare Officers.

The Kallar Reclamation schemes are intended for the welfare of the Piramalai Kallars
of Madurai, Dindigul and Theni Districts. These schemes were started in 1920 as a result of
enforcement of the Criminal Tribes Act. Originally, Kallar Reclamation was looked after by the
Police Department After the repeal of the Criminal Tribes Act, the administration was
transferred to the Adi Dravidar and Tribal Welfare Department and subsequently to the
Backward Classes Department. Now, Kallar Reclamation is being administered by the
Department of the Most Backward Classes and Denotified Communities from 1989-1990
onwards. The Kallar Reclamation schemes were looked after by the Special Deputy Collector
(Kallar Reclamation) Madurai in the cadre of Deputy Collector till 29.08.2005 and this post has
been upgraded as District Revenue Officer (Kallar Reclamation) Madurai in the Cadre of
District Revenue Officer in G.0.No.87,BC,MBC and MW Dept 30.8.05. The post of Joint
Director (Kallar Reclamation) from Education Department was created in lieu of the post of
District Revenue Officer (Kallar Reclamation) vide G.0.Ms.No.31, BC,MBC & MW Dept.,
dated: 26.4.2010.

16. DISTRIBUTION OF SEWING MACHINES

In order to improve the economic condition of the people belongs to Backward

Clasess, Most Backward Classes and Denotified Communities the scheme of

distribution of Sewing Machines is being implemented from the year 2001-2002.
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Eligibility criteria for obtaining Sewing Machines:

1. Beneficiaries should belong to Backward Clasess, Most Backward Classes

and Denotified Communities and should have knowledge in tailoring and
the
age limit is from 20 to 45 years.

2. The annual income limit of the beneficiaries should be within Rs.40,000/-
in rural areas and Rs.60,000/-in urban areas.

3. The beneficiaies who have obtained Sewing Machines through the
Department of Social Welfare and Nutritionus Meal Programme are not
eligible under this scheme. The District Backward Classes and Minorities
Welfare officers should ensure the above condition before distribute the

sewing machines.

17. DISTRIBUTION OF IRON BOXES

In order to improve the self employment of the persons belongs to Backward
Classes, Most Backward Classes and Denotified Communities who are engaging in

the business of Ironing, are supplied Iron Boxes every year.

Income limit;

The annual income limit for the people who live in Villages should not exceed
Rs.40,000/- and Rs. 60,000/- for Urban areas.

During the year 2014-15, 1868 Iron Boxes were purchased and supplied at a
total cost of Rs.85.00 lakh, to the beneficiaries at the rate of Rs.4,549/-.

18. DISTRIBUTION OF HOUSE SITES

The scheme of provision of house sites was introduced initially for the people
belonging to certain MBC community viz., Narikoravars, Oddars, Navithars and

Vannars who do not possess house sites of their own. Three cents per family was

212



given with effect from 1981-82. (G.0.Ms.No0.358, Social Welfare Department, dated
01.06.1981).

The Government extended this scheme to all the communities of the MBC/DNC
whose annual income did not exceed Rs.5,000/-. (G.0.Ms.No.115, Backward Classes
and Most Backward Classes Welfare Department, dated 15.06.1990).

The scheme of land acquisition was implemented by adopting the various
processes contained in the Central Land Acquisition Act 1894. During the year 1994-
95, the Government ordered constitution of a District Level Committee under the
Chairmanship of the District Collector to negotiate and purchase of lands through
private negotiation with the land owners (G.0.Ms.No.15, Backward Classes and
Most Backward Classes Welfare Department, dated 26.04.1994) for issue of house

site pattas.

GUIDE LINES FOR PRIVATE NEGOTIATION

The District level private negotiation committee headed by District Collector is
empowered to negotiate 150% of the market/guide line value where the value per
acre / hectare is equal to or less than 150% of the market value or guide line value,
whichever is lower. The monetary limit fixed to the District Level Committee is Rs.20
lakhs. The State Level Committee will have powers to approve negotiated price
exceed Rs.20 Lakhs. (G.0.No0.885, Revenue Department, dated 29.01.1994 &
Government Lr.N0.12142/BCII/95-2, dated 14.12.1995). If the value of the land is
above 150% of the market/guide line value, the Commissioner of Land
Administration shall send the proposal to the Government based on the

recommendation of the District/State Level Negotiation Committee.

Subsequently the monetary limit was revised. The District Level Private
Negotiation Committee headed by District Collector will have powers to approve
award upto Rs.1 Crore. The State Level Private Negotiation Committee headed by
Commissioner of Land Administration will have powers to approve exceeding Rs.1
Crore. (G.0O.(Ms) No0.103, Revenue [LA (1)] Department, dated 28.02.2011 — Govt.
Lr. No.5588/BC2(1)/2009-10, dated 28.02.2011).

The scheme of issuance of house sites was extended to all the poor people
of Backward Classes and Forward Communities from the year 1997-98. (G.O.(D)
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No.11, Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes Welfare Department, dated
17.03.1997).

This scheme was temporarily suspended during the mid of 2001-2002 and
provision of infrastructure facilities were implemented where the house site pattas
were issued. (G.0.Ms.No.85, BCs, MBCs & MW Department, dated 28.12.2001).
Subsequently the issue of house site patta to BCs, MBCs/DNCs were revived during
2006-07. (G.O.(Ms.)No.66, BCs, MBCs & MW (BCIl) Department, dated
19.09.2006).

INCOME LIMIT

The income ceiling for getting house site patta is not exceeding Rs.40,000/- in
rural areas and Rs.60,000/- in urban areas (G.0.Ms.No 76, BC,MBC/MW Dept dated
09.09.2010).

20. SKILL DEVELOPMENT TRAINING PROGRAMMES FOR
BACKWARD CLASSES MOST BACKWARD CLASSES AND
DENOTIFIED COMMUNITIES

Various Skill Development Training Programmes are imparted through
reputed State/Central Government Training Institutions to develop the skills of poor
BC, MBC youths and to enable them to acquire specific skills and get employment
opportunities which in turn uplift their Socio Economic condition. The entire course

fee is borne by the Government.

From the year 2012-13 onwards the Tamil Nadu Skill Development Mission
has been made as a special purpose vehicle for effective implementation of various
skill development training programmes conducted by various Departments of the
State.

Under this scheme the training programmes like Heavy Vehicle Driver
Training, Footwear and Leather Goods Manufacturing, Clothing Production, Fashion
Designing, Power Sewing Machine Operator, Computer Technology etc. which
create employment opportunities under various sectors were imparted. The Parental
annual income should not exceed Rs.1.00 lakh per annum for the trainees to
undergo training under this scheme. For the year 2014-15 no amount has been

allocated by TNSDM for implementation of the scheme.
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20.1 PROVISION OF STIPEND TO THE TRAINEES OF SKILL DEVELOPMENT
TRAINING SCHEME

In continuation of the orders issued from the year 2012-13 onwards to
provide monthly stipend of Rs.400/- to the trainees who are to be trained under
various skill development training programmes, monthly stipend to the extent of
Rs.33.49 lakhs has been sanctioned for the benefit of 2711 youths who are imparted
various skill development training programmes during the year 2013-14.

21. TAMIL NADU BACKWARD CLASSES ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
CORPORATION

The Tamil Nadu Backward Classes Economic Development Corporation is
providing loan assistance for the Economic upliftment of Backward Classes, Most
Backward Classes, Denotified Communities at lower rates of interest for establishing

trades or business. This Corporation was established in the year 1982.

From 1993-94 onwards the Tamil Nadu Backward Classes Economic
Development Corporation is acting as State Channelizing Agency of the National
Backward Classes Finance and Development Corporation (NBCFDC), New Delhi by
availing Financial Assistance from National Backward Classes Finance and
Development Corporation (NBCFDC), New Delhi.

The Tamil Nadu Backward Classes Economic Development Corporation is
sanctioning loan to the individuals, Self Help Groups through the sub-channelizing
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agencies such as District Central Co-operative Banks / Urban Co-operative Banks,
Primary Agricultural Co-operative Credit Societies, Tamilnadu Co-operative Milk
Producers Federation (Aavin), Tamilnadu Industrial Co-operative Bank, Tamilnadu

Handloom Development Corporation.

From the year 1993-94 the National Backward Classes Finance and
Development Corporation (NBCFDC), New Delhi has so far allotted a sum of
Rs.41455.97 lakhs and Rs.43978.61 lakhs has been disbursed to 375134
beneficiaries by TABCEDCO with its contribution.

Implementation of Loan Schemes:

1. General Term Loan Scheme:

Under this Scheme maximum loan amount of Rs.10 lakh per beneficiary is
sanctioned. Loan upto Rs.5 lakh is sanctioned at 6% interest rate per annum and
loan above Rs.5 lakh and upto Rs.10 lakh is sanctioned at 8% interest per annum.
Repayment period is 3/5 years. During the year 2014-2015 a sum of Rs.156.40 lakhs

has been disbursed to 236 beneficiaries.

2. New Swarnima Scheme for Women:

To inculcate the spirit of self-dependence of women this scheme is
implemented. Under this scheme, maximum loan amount of Rs. 1,00,000/- per
beneficiary is sanctioned at 5% interest per annum. Repayment period is 3/5 years.
During the year 2014-2015 a sum of Rs.78.50 lakhs has been disbursed to 141

beneficiaries.

3. Micro Credit for Women (Mahila Samridhi Yojana):

Under this scheme, Micro Finance is provided to Women Self Help Groups for
doing small trade / business, either individually or in group. The maximum number of
women member in a Self Help Group is 20 and the maximum loan limit per
beneficiary is Rs.50,000. The loan assistance carries 4% interest per annum.
Repayment period is 3 years. During the year 2014-2015 a sum of Rs.5465.56 lakhs

has been disbursed to 18396 beneficiaries.
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4. Micro Credit for Men:

Under this scheme, Micro Finance is provided to men Self Help Groups for
doing small trade / business, either individually or in group. The maximum number of
men member in a Self Help Group is 20 and the maximum loan limit per beneficiary
is Rs.50,000/- The loan assistance carries 5% interest per annum. Repayment
period is 3 years. During the year 2014-2015 a sum of Rs.70.55 lakhs has been
disbursed to 244 beneficiaries.

New Loan schemes:

New loan schemes of National Backward Classes Finance and Development
Corporation (NBCFDC), New Delhi such as Krishi Sampada (Micro Credit loan for
small farmers / vegetable growers), Shilp Sampada (Term loan for traditional
Artisans & Craft persons), Saksham (Term loan for young professionals) and

Education Loan have also been introduced for implementation from 2012-13

onwards.

The Central Government have enhanced the maximum annual family income
limit from Rs.81,000/- to Rs.98,000/- in Rural areas and from Rs.1,03,000/- to

Development Corporation, free of land cost and an office building for the Corporation
will be constructed at this site at an estimated cost of Rs.400 lakh, Revenue
Department has issued orders to transfer the above land to Tamil Nadu Backward
Classes Economic Development Corporation. Accordingly, the land has been
transferred to this Corporation. Orders have been issued for construction of own
building to this corporation through Tamil Nadu Police Housing Corporation and

works are under progress.

LOAN CUM SUBSIDY SCHEME FOR SMALL AND MARGINAL FARMERS FOR
CREATING IRRIGATION FACILITY:

Loan cum subsidy scheme for the small and marginal farmers belonging to
Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes and De-notified Communities for the
creation of irrigation facility by erecting a new bore-well is also implemented through
this Corporation. The beneficiaries under this scheme are selected by the ‘District
Committee’ constituted by the Government under the Chairmanship of the District
Collector. Based on the recommendation of the District Committee, Co-operative
Banks / Nationalized Banks disburse loan assistance upto a maximum of
Rs.1,00,000/- with Government subsidy of 50% of the loan amount, subject to a
maximum of Rs.50,000/-. The amount is released as back-ended subsidy, after
asset creation. A total amount of Rs.948.81 lakhs has so far been released as
subsidy, benefitting 2107 small and marginal farmers.

MUSLIM WOMEN AID SOCIETY

In order to help the poor abandoned Muslim women by paying monthly
stipends, a society was started in Chennai in the name “ Mohammadan Gosha
Widows Aid Charity” on 1.10.1892 by the Nawab of Carnatic; Subsequently the
name was changed as “ The Muslim Women Aid Society”. This Society is
headed by the District Collector of Chennai as Ex-Officio President & Pay Master,
Carnatic Stipends, and The Personal Assistant (General) to the Collector of

Chennai, as Vice President.

In G.0.(Ms.)N0.406, Public (Political ) Department, dated 1.8.1919 the
Government have issued orders for the sanction of 50 % matching grant for the
amount collected by the Muslim women Society from the Membership amount and
public donations after the audit of the same every year. The Society was registered
under the Societies Registration Act XXI of 1860 on 12.8.1976. Further in G.O. (Ms)
No. 77 BC,MBC&MW (s-1) department, dated 11.12.2001, Government have issued
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orders for the sanction of Matching grants equivalent to the total amount collected

by the Society.

In G.O. Ms. No.14 BC,MBC&MW dated 23.04.2007, orders have been
issued for the formation of the above society in all the District Headquarters’ of
Tamil Nadu under the Societies Registration Act in the name District Muslim Women
Aid Society and the same is functioning, in each District headed by the District
Collector, as Ex-Officio President, The Project Officer Women Development
(DRDA), as Ex-Officio vice President, District Backward Classes and Minorities
Welfare Officer as Convener/Ex-Officio- Treasurer, one Honorary Secretary, two
Honorary Joint Secretaries and three other members from prominent and Local
Muslim Persons nominated by the District Collector and thereafter elected by the

members in the General Body Meeting.
The aims of the Societies are as follows:

i. To help any destitute Muslim Widow / Women with monthly allowance or in some
other form as per the funds position of the society.

ii. To impart training to the destitute Muslim Women in handicrafts, small scale
industries etc.

iii. To organize a Home for aged / destitute Muslim Women.

iv. To conduct health camp programmes and render health care benefits to the
destitute Muslim Women.

v. To impart trainings such as tailoring, embroidery, foot wear manufacturing etc. .
to improve the livelihood of very poor Muslim Women.

vi. To help very poor Muslim Women to avail grants /concessions which are available
in other State / Central Government schemes and thereby improve their
livelihood.

vii. To assist the Muslim Women members in the field of commercial, Industrial and
Educational to get them succeed in that fields.

viii. To form Self help Groups, impart them training and extend Micro Finance loan  to
needy women beneficiaries for starting petty trades through Tamil Nadu Minorities
Economic Development Corporation (TAMCO) schemes.

ix. Generally to help deserving Muslim ladies in any manner the Society may think
fit, for their educational and economic upliftment.
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A seed money of Rs. 1.00 lakh has been sanctioned to each district for the

formation of the Muslim Women Aid Society.

Further the Government was providing matching grant to each society
equivalent to the amount of donation collected by the societies in the ratio of 1:1
subject to a maximum of Rs.10.00 lakhs per year per society up to the year 2011-12.
From the year 2012-13 onwards, the Government matching grant has been raised

to a maximum of Rs. 20 Lakhs per year to each society in the ratio of 1:2.

Duirng the year 2014-15, a sum of Rs.162.97 lakhs has been sanctioned by the

Govt. as matching grant to these societies.

Financial assistance to 500 beneficiaries per year at the rate of Rs,20000/- each has
been ordered and a sum of Rs.1.00 Crore per year has been allotted from the year

2011-12. So far 1968 pilgrims have performed Jerusalem Pilgrimage.
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PRIME MINISTER’'S NEW 15 POINT PROGRAMME

The Prime Minister's New 15 Point Programme has been launched in order to
augment the educational opportunities, ensure due share in employment and to
promote the Minorities in the spheres of economic and social status and also to

prevent and control the communal riots.

In Tamil Nadu the schemes under the Prime Minister's New 15 point
programme has been effectively implemented by the District level Committee in all
the Districts under the Chairmanship of the District Collectors, The District Backward
Classes & Minorities Welfare Officers as Member Secretary and other line

department Officials as members.

The Government has formed the State High Level Committee under the
Chairmanship of the Chief Secretary to the Government and The Commissioner of
Minorities Welfare as its Member Secretary to monitor the programmes being
implemented at the District Level.

The Scheme wise performance under the Prime Minister's New 15 point

Programme is as under:

1. EQUITABLE AVAILABILITY OF ICDS SERVICES (SWD & NMP Dept)

In Tamil nadu 54439 Anganwadi centres (Main anganwadi Centres - 49499
and Mini Anganwadi Centres- 4940) are functioning under the control of Social
Welfare and Noon Meal Programme Department. Through these centres total
3513430 children are benefited. Of which 306277 children belong to minority
communities. Under this scheme out of the total expenditure of Rs.133351.69 lakhs

a sum of Rs.11624.71 lakhs has been spent for the minorities.

2. IMPROVING ACCESS TO SCHOOL EDUCATION (School Education Dept.)

There is no access barrier for the minority children in admission to

schools functioning under the control of School Education Department in the State.
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The areas concentrated with religious and linguistic minority children are served with

sufficient number of schools.

3. GREATER RESOURCES FOR TEACHING URDU
(School Education Department)

There are 349 Primary & Middle schools and 26 High and Higher
Secondary schools having Urdu as first language are functioning under the control of
Education Department in the State. In these schools 1336 Urdu Teachers have been

appointed and 47420 students were enrolled.

Besides, State level prizes are awarded to 3 boys and 3 girls belonging
to Muslim community who secure 1%, 2", and 3" level highest marks in 10" and 12™

Std. Public examination with Urdu as first or second language.

During the year 2014-15, prizes have been distributed to 16 students at a
cost of Rs.1.26 lakhs through the Minorities Welfare Department.

4. MODERNIZING MADARASA EDUCATION (School Education Dept.)

The “Madarasa Modernization Programme” has been modified as
Infrastructure Development of Minority Institutions / Schools (IDMI). As per the
revised scheme, proposals received from Minority Institutions will be placed in the
State Level Grant-in-Aid Committee under the Chairmanship of the Secretary,
School Education Department and the Committee would scrutinize, prioritize and

recommend proposals to the Government of India for sanction of grant.
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5. SCHOLARSHIP FOR MERITORIOUS STUDENTS FROM MINORITY
COMMUNITIES

This Government is implementing three kinds of scholarship schemes of
Government of India for the students belonging to Minority Communities studying from
1st Std to Professional Degree / Research level courses in Government / Government

Aided and in all recognized private Institutions. The details are as follows:-
5.1 PRE-MATRIC SCHOLARSHIP

Under this scheme scholarships have been sanctioned to 461376 minority
students studying from | to X standard amounting to Rs. 71.97 crores during the year
2014-15 .

5.2 POSTMATRIC SCHOLARSHIP

Under this scheme scholarships have been sanctioned to 73699 students
belonging to minority communities pursuing studies from Xl to Research level
(including vocational courses ITI, ITC. diploma courses in polytechnic, Teacher

Training.) amounting to Rs.43.29 crores during the year 2014-15.
5.3 MERIT-CUM- MEANS BASED SCHOLARSHIP

Under this scheme scholarships have been sanctioned to 6247 students
belonging to minority communities  and pursuing Professional/Technical course

amounting to Rs.17.13 crores during the year 2014-15.

6. IMPROVING EDUCATIONAL INFRASTRUCTURE THROUGH MAULANA AZAD
EDUCATION FOUNDATION

A sum of Rs.495.78 lakhs has been sanctioned as Grant-in-Aid to Tamil

Nadu for 33 NGOs by the above foundation for the construction/ expansion of

school buildings to this State.

Further, scholarship to the tune of Rs.384.00 lakhs has been sanctioned to
3200 girl students belonging to minority communities of Tamil Nadu during the year
2014-15 through the above Foundation.
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7. SELF EMPLOYMENT AND WAGE EMPLOYMENT FOR THE POOR
(Rural Development & Panchayat Raj Dept. and MAWS Dept.)

a. Swarnjayanti Gram Swarojgar Yojana (SGSY)

The objective of the scheme is to promote SHGs by providing Revolving

Fund, Economic Assistance, Training, and Infrastructure facilities.

This scheme has been restructured as Tamil Nadu State Rural Livelihood
Mission (TNSRLM) and implemented through Women Development Corporation
from 2012-13 onwards.

8. UPGRADATION OF SKILLS THROUGH TECHNICAL TRAINING
(Labour and Employment Dept.)

Under this scheme technical training is given to minority people to upgrade
their skills and earning capabilities. New ITIs will be located and existing ITIs will be
upgraded as Centres of Excellence in areas where the minority communities are

predominantly located. 496 Industrial Training Institutes (72 Govt. and 424 Private )
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are functioning in the State and 36692 students have been admitted. Out of which

2991 (8.3%) students belong to Minority Communities.

Apart from that Skill development training Programmes, in Computer Allied
trainings, Apparel Manufacturing Technology, Leather goods designing, Diploma in
knitwear manufacturing technology, Digital still photography, Beautician skill,
Advanced automobile Technology, Air conditioning & Refrigeration, Training in foot
wear manufacturing, Light and Heavy vehicle driver training were also given to
Minority youths  through the Tamil Nadu Minorities Economic Development
Corporation (TAMCO) at free of cost.

It has been proposed to give Skill Development Training through Recognised
Gowvt. Institutions in co-ordination with Tamil Nadu Skill Development mission,
(TNSDM) Guindy, Chennai — 32.

9. (a) ENHANCED CREDIT SUPPORT FOR ECONOMIC ACTIVITIES (TAMCO)

Loans with low rate of interest have been disbursed to the people belonging to
minority communities through Tamil Nadu Minorities Economic Development

Corporation.

During the year 2014-15, 8664 beneficiaries have been disbursed loans with

low rate of interest at a cost Rs 3119.74 lakhs.
(b) CREDIT FLOW TO MINORITIES COMMUNITIES THROUGH BANKS (SLBC)

Public Sector Banks should allocate 15% of its sector lendings to Minority
Communities. 1639622 Loans amounting to Rs. 22517.80 crores were disbursed
to Minority communities during the quarter ended 31.3.15 through Public Sector
Banks

10. RECRUITMENT TO STATE AND CENTRAL SERVICES

A separate reservation of 3.5% has been given to Backward Class Muslims
for appointments in State Govt. services and admission in the educational institutions

are made based on the revised communal rotation.
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11. EQUITABLE SHARE IN RURAL HOUSING SCHEME (Rural
Development & Panchayat Raj Dept.)

Indira Awas Yojana (IAY) scheme provides financial assistance for shelter to
the rural poor living below poverty line. A reasonable percentage of the physical and
financial targets should be earmarked for poor beneficiaries from Minority
Communities.

Under this scheme 53429 houses has been fixed as annual target for the
year 2014-15 of which 6768 houses and Rs. 81.22 Crores has been allocated for
minorities by the Rural Development & Panchayat Raj Department. Out of the

target Rs.32.80 crores has been achieved as on 31.12.2014.

12. IMPROVEMENT IN CONDITION OF SLUMS INHABITED BY MINORITY
COMMUNITIES (Housing & Urban Development Dept.)

Under Jawaharlal Nehru National Urban Renewal Mission (JNNURM) , out of
the total target of Rs.191.84 Crores a target of Rs.26.86 Crores has been fixed for
minorities, of which Rs.17.25 Crores has been achieved for Minorities through

Housing & Urban Development Department.

13 & 14 PREVENTION OF COMMUNAL INCIDENTS and PROSECUTION FOR
COMMUNAL OFFENCES

As per the guidelines of the Government of India, Nodal Cell was set-up in the
Office of the Director of Police and the Superintendent of Police, CID (Special
Branch), Chennai- 4 has been appointed as Nodal Officer. This Cell takes all
pre-cautionary steps to prevent the communal violence in the State and collecting &

maintain necessary details.

15. REHABILITATION OF VICTIMS OF COMMUNAL RIOTS.

With a view to give dignified life to the Minority families who have lost their
livelihood either economically or physically due to the communal riots and also to
the discharged prisoners of petty offences, a maximum of Rs.10000/- is granted to
each beneficiary to set up petty business. Under this scheme 300 families will be
assisted. So far Rs. 1.40 lakh has been spent to 14 discharged prisoners of petty

offences.
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Skill Development Training to Minority Youth

In order to improve the skills of unemployed minority youths for making job
opportunities, Skill Development training in, Apparel Manufacturing Technology,
Leather Goods Designing and Production Technology, Diploma in Manufacturing
Technology, Digital Still Photography, Video Camera, Beautician Skills, Advanced
Automobile Technology, Air Conditioning & Refrigeration, Certificate in Foot Wear
Manufacturing, Food Production, Craft Manship, Light and Heavy Motor Vehicle
Driving Training & various computer Hardware / Software training etc. are
implemented through Tamil Nadu Minorities Economic Development Corporation
(TAMCO) at free of cost.

Under this scheme Training to 43426 Minorities youths in various skill
development trades at cost of Rs. 12.50 Crores has been given from the year
2007-08 to 2011-12. as follows:

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23. TAMIL NADU MINORITIES ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
CORPORATION

Tamil Nadu Minorities Economic Development Corporation Ltd.,
(TAMCO) was established vide G.0.Ms.No.61 of Backward Classes, Most
Backward Classes and Minorities Welfare Department, dated 01.07.1999 to
uplift the economic status of Minorities from their backwardness. This
Corporation was registered under the Companies Act, 1956 on 31-08-1999 and
functioning with effect from 27-12-1999. The Government have declared Rs. 5
Crores as authorized Share Capital and released Rs. 2.05 Crores as paid up
share capital to this Corporation. The Tamil Nadu Minorities Economic
Development Corporation have so far paid Rs.850 lakhs towards the Equity
Share Capital to NMDFC

The Tamil Nadu Minorities Economic Development Corporation act as
the State Channelising Agency of the National Minorities Development and
Finance Corporation, New Delhi. TAMCO is implementing various schemes
with the financial assistance of the NMDFC and State Government for
benefiting Minorities.

Religious Minorities

The Government of India have notified the Muslims, Christians,
Buddhists, Sikhs Parsis and Jains as Religious Minorities under Sec.(2C)
National Minorities Commission Act 1992 and people belong to these religions
are given loan assistance and training through this Corporation, in

Tamil Nadu.
Annual Income

The annual income ceiling is Rs.81000/- for rural areas and
Rs.103000/- for urban areas. Now loans are also sanctioned to the minority
beneficiaries whose Annual Income exceed Rs.1,03,000 but not exceed
Rs.6 lakhs
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Sub Channellising Agency

The Co-operative Banks are acting as Sub Channellising Agencies of
TAMCO for the purpose of effective implementation of Loan Schemes. All the

loans (except Transport vehicle) are given through Co-operative Banks.

The details of the schemes implemented through this Corporation is as

follows.

|. TERM LOAN SCHEME:

A. INDIVIDUAL TERM LOAN

Tamil Nadu Minorities Economic Development Corporation has been
disbursing the Individual Term Loan to Minorities for generating Self
employment venture / Expansion of existing business, Purchase of
Autorickshaw, Milch Animal, Transport Sector etc. Under this scheme.
TamilNadu Minorities Economic Development Corporation is sanctioning
loans upto Rs.50,000 at 5 % interest per annum and from Rs.50,001 to
Rs.10 lakhs at 6 % interest per annum to the economically backward
minorities whose annual income does not exceed Rs.81,000 in rural
areas and Rs.1,03,000 in urban areas. Now, the maximum loan amount
has been increased to Rs.20 lakhs. National Minorities Development and
Finance Corporation extends loan assistance upto Rs.30 lakh to the
minorities at 8 % rate of interest per annum for male beneficiaries and
6% interest per annum for women beneficiaries whose annual income
exceed Rs.1.03 lakh but not exceed Rs.6 lakhs. These loans are disbursed
to the individuals through District Central Co-operative Banks, urban

Co-operative Banks and Primary Agricultural Co-operative credit societies.

Out of the loan amount, 5% is beneficiary share. If the Loan amount

exceeds Rs.5.00 lakhs, 50% of loan is released as first instalment and the
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balance will be released after ensuring that the loan released earlier has been

utilized. These loans should be repaid from 36 to 60 monthly instalments.

B) Loan for Purchase of Auto Rickshaw:

This loan is given through TAICO Bank at 6% rate of interest for the
purchase of Auto Rickshaw. This scheme is implemented through Industrial
Co-operative Societies formed under the Department of Industries and

Commerce.

A sum of Rs.1.21 lakh is the maximum loan amount sanctioned for the
purchase of Autorickshaw. The beneficiary should deposit 10% of Loan

amount in TAICO Bank. Repayment of loan is 48 monthly instalments.

C) Loan for Transport Sector

Under this scheme, the financial assistance of Rs.3.13 lakhs is
sanctioned for purchase of transport vehicles (four wheelers like car, van,
tractor etc.,) at rate of interest of 10% per annum by this Corporation. 10% of
the loan amount will be the beneficiary’s contribution. Repayment of loan is

60 monthly instalments.

D) Loan for purchase of Milch Animal

A loan of Rs.50,000/- is provided to the Minorities through AAVIN for the
purchase of two Cross Breed Cows and Rs.70,000/- for the purchase of two

Graded / Murrah Buffalos at 6% rate of interest.

A sum of Rs.507.32 lakhs is disbursed to 713 minorities under Term Loan

scheme for the year 2014-15.

.LEDUCATIONAL LOAN SCHEME:

Educational loan sanctioned to the Minorities who pursue short term high
skill development courses , Professional courses (Under Graduate / Post

Graduate level) and Job oriented degree courses in Government / Private
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institutions recognized by Government has now been enhanced from Rs.2 lakh per
academic year to Rs.3 lakh per academic year and a maximum loan of Rs.15
lakh is given at 3 % interest per annum. For availing the above education loan,
annual parental income of the beneficiaries should not exceed Rs.81,000 /- in
rural areas and Rs.1,03,000/- in urban areas. For those minority students who
study in abroad a loan amount of Rs.4 lakh per annum is sanctioned upto a
maximum of Rs.20 lakh for a maximum period of 5 years at 3% interest per

annum as per the above income criteria.

For those minority students whose parental annual income exceed
Rs.1.03 lakh but not exceed Rs.6 lakh , loan of Rs.4 lakh per annum upto a
maximum of Rs.20 lakh for a maximum period of 5 years is sanctioned if they
studied professional course in India. Similarly , if they study professional courses
in abroad, Rs.6 lakh per annum upto a maximum of Rs.30 lakh for a maximum
period of 5 years is sanctioned. The above education loan is sanctioned at 8 %
interest per annum in respect of male students and 5 % interest per annum in

respect of female students.

This loan covers the admission fees, tuition fees, purchase of
books/stationery, exam fees, hostel fees (boarding and lodging) exclusively for

hostellers.
A) Renewal of Educational Loan:

The Educational loan can be renewed only by those who have availed
the loan under this scheme provided they must have passed the
semester/ non semester exams in each year. They should submit their
Renewal application along with proof of mark sheet duly attested by the
Principal/HOD of the Institution along with fees remittance details to the

Co-operative Bank

The Repayment of Loan will commence from the sixth month after
completion of the course or getting employment/appointment whichever is

earlier. The repayment of loan is 60 monthly instalments.
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A sum of Rs.1.5 lakh is disbursed to 3 minority students under Educational

Loan scheme for the year 2014-15.

[ll. MICRO-FINANCE SCHEME LOAN:

In order to motivate the minorities to develop their economic status,
financial assistance is given to the members of Minority Self Help Group (both
Male and female) for generating Micro Business, Manufacturing and sales of
products, knitting of wires, etc. The group consists of maximum of 20
members and minimum of 10 members provided 60% should belong to
Minorities and rest of them belong to BC, MBC/DNC, SC/ST communities.

This SHG have been in thrift and credit practicing for more-than 6 months.

Tamil Nadu Minorities Economic Development Corporation is providing loan
assistance under Micro-Finance to the members of Minority Self Help Groups upto
Rs.1 lakh at 7% interest per annum, (both male and female) whose annual income
does not exceed Rs.81,000 in rural areas and Rs.1,03,000 in urban areas through
Co-operative Bank. National Minorities Development and
Finance Corporation has enhanced this loan amount to Rs.1.5 lakh per member at
10% interest per annum for male beneficiaries and 8% interest per annum for female

beneficiaries whose annual income exceed Rs.1.03 lakh but not exceed Rs.6 lakh.

A sum of Rs.2610.92 lakhs is disbursed to 7948 minorities under Micro

Finance scheme for the year 2014-15

Penal Interest

Penal interest at 5% is also levied along with interest envisaged in the
respective scheme from the beneficiary for the default period, if they fail to

repay the loan amount as per the recovery schedule.

Service Charges

3% of interest collected from beneficiaries is paid as service charge to
Co-operative banks by TAMCO.

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24. TAMIL NADU STATE MINORITIES COMMISSION

The State Minorities Commission, Tamil Nadu was constituted by the State
Government for safeguarding the rights and interests of both Religious and Linguistic

Minorities.

The State Minorities Commission has been conferred with Statutory Powers as
per Tamil Nadu State Minorities Commission Act 2010 (Act 21/2010) with effect from
1.8.2010.

The constitution of State Minorities Commission was ordered in G.O. (Ms)
No0.1020, Backward Classes, Nutritious Meal Programme and Social Welfare
Department, dated 13.12.1989 and actually constituted in G.0.Ms.No0.58, Backward
Classes and Most Backward Classes Welfare Department, dated 14™ March, 1990 for
the first time. It was reconstituted in 1990, 1991, 1995, 1996, 1999, 2001, 2004, 2006,
2009, 2010 and again in 2012.

The Present Commission was reconstituted as per G.O. Ms.No0.148, Backward
Classes, Most Backward Classes and Minorities Welfare Department, dated

28.12.2012 with the following Members namely:-

RELIGIOUS MINORITY

Muslims, Christians, Sikhs, Buddhists, Parsis (Zorastrians) and Jains are

treated as religious minorities.

LINGUISTIC MINORITIES

The term “Linguistic Minority” as per Article 29 and 30 of the Constitution of
India are those minorities residing in the Territory of India or any part thereof having a
distinct language and a script of their own. The language of the Minority group need
not be one of the 22 languages mentioned in the eight schedule of the constitution. In
other words, a “Linguistic Minority” at the state level means a group of people whose
mother tongue is different from the principal language of the state at the district and
taluk levels and different from that of the principal language of that district or the taluk.

ACTIVITIES OF THE COMMISSION

The State Minorities Commission receives representation from the Members of
the Minority Communities and Minority Institutions. They call petitioners to hear the
problems and get reports from the Government Departments on the issues and
genuine grievances raised by them. The Commission also visits various Districts in
the State to study the problems of the Minorities and if necessary, recommend suitable
measures to the Government for ensuing effective implementation of the schemes for

the welfare of Minorities.

25.TAMIL NADU BACKWARD CLASSES COMMISSION

The Tamil Nadu Backward Classes Commission has been constituted as a
permanent body under Article 16(4) read with Article 340 of the Constitution of India,
pursuant to the directions of the Supreme Court of India in Indra Sawhney and others Vs.
Union of India and others (J.T. 1992 (6) SC 273), known as Mandal Case. The
Commission functions from 15.3.1993 under the Chairmanship of Retired Judge of High

Court.

The functions of the Commission are quasi-judiciary in nature. The terms of
reference for the Tamil Nadu Backward Classes Commission are as follows:-
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() The Commission shall entertain, examine and recommend upon requests
for inclusion and complaints of over-inclusion and under-inclusion in the
lists of Backward Classes / Most Backward Classes.

(i) Periodic revision of list of Backward Classes and Most Backward Classes
in this State as and when decided.

(i)  The Commission shall base its recommendations in the light of the
provision contained in Article 16(4) read with relevant provisions of the
Constitution of India and the various decisions of the Supreme Court
bearing on the subject.

(iv) The Commission shall examine and make recommendations on any
other matter relating to Backward Classes that may be referred to it by

Government from time to time.

The Commission has been reconstituted under the Chairman

of

Justice Thiru. M.S. Janarthanam, retired High Court Judge with eight members for a

period of 3 years with effect from 28.12.2012.

26. TAMIL NADU WAQF BOARD

1. CONSTITUTION OF WAQF BOARD

The Wagqf Act, 1954 came into force in the State of Tamil Nadu on 15.01.1955
and the first Board was constituted on 18.1.1958. After the implementation of the
Wagf Act 1995 (Central Act 43 of 1995) on 01.01.96 Tamil Nadu Wagf Board was
constituted under the provisions of the said Act w.e.f. 10.6.97. The board is
reconstituted once in 5 years. The present board has been reconstituted with effect
from 31.08.2012 with 13 members. At present, the Board is functioning under the
Chairmanship of Thiru A.Tamizh Magan Hussain. Mean while, in the year 2013 the
Wagf Act, 1995 has been amended by incorporating certain new provisions, to deal
effectively in issues like retrieval of Wagqf properties from encroachments, prohibiting

sale and gift of Waqgf properties and development of Waqf properties.

2. WAQF TRIBUNALS AND SURVEY OF WAQF PROPERTIES

In order to hear the cases and settle the disputes arising out of all Waqgf matters

under their jurisdiction, there are 25 Waqf Tribunals having jurisdiction over 32
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districts. The Director of Survey and Settlement, Chennai has been appointed and
notified as Survey Commissioner and the Chief Executive Officer, Tamil Nadu Wagf
Board has been appointed as Additional Survey Commissioner in respect of Wadf
properties. The Survey related work is being done as per the Wagqgf Act, 1995.

3. ADMINISTRATIVE GRANT

As the income derived by way of contribution from the Waqf institutions is not
sufficient to meet out the administrative expenses of Tamil Nadu Waqf Board, the
Government of Tamil Nadu, sanction Administrative Grant of Rs.45 lakhs to the Board
every year to meet out the deficit. From the year 2011-12 onwards the Tamil Nadu
Government have enhanced the Administrative Grant from Rs.45 lakhs to 1 Crore. A
sum of Rs.1 crore was sanctioned as Administrative Grant for the year 2014-15 also.

4. RENOVATION GRANT

MAJOR RENOVATION GRANT

The Government sanction grant for renovation and repair of Mosques and
Dargahs as Major Renovation Grant. For the year 2014-2015 a sum of Rs.60 lakhs
has been sanctioned for this purpose.

5. MAINTENANCE PAYMENTS TO DIVORCED MUSLIM WOMEN

Under the Muslim Women (Protection of rights on Divorce) Act, 1986, under
sec. 4(2) and as per the judgements of the Courts, the Muslim divorced women are
sanctioned maintenance amount as fixed by the Courts. The Tamil Nadu Wagf Board
receives grants from Tamil Nadu Government for payment of maintenance amount
every year. For the year 2014-2015, the Government have sanctioned Rs.58,200/-

under the scheme.

6. ULEMA PENSION SCHEME

Ulema Pension (Tamil Nadu) Scheme 1981, is implemented by Tamil Nadu
Wagqgf Board. A Pesh Imam or Mouzin or Arabic Teacher or Mujawar who has
rendered service for a minimum period of 20 years in a Wagf institution and retired
from service and completed 60 years of age is sanctioned Ulema Pension. The
Ulema Pension amount was raised from Rs.750/- to Rs.1000/- with effect from
15.11.2011 vide G.O. Ms. No.109, B.C., M.B.C., & M.W. Department
dated:13.12.2011. The number of beneficiaries receiving Ulema Pension was raised
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from 2400 to 2600. A sum of Rs.3.12 crores was provided by the Government for this
scheme for the year 2014-2015.

27. TAMIL NADU STATE HAJJ COMMITTEE

The State Government constituted the Tamil Nadu State Hajj Committee for a
period of three years as per Hajj Committee Act 2002 (Central Act No.35 of 2002) to
look after the welfare of the Hajj pilgrims and also for making necessary arrangements
for the successful performance of Hajj pilgrimage with guidance from Hajj Committee of
India and Ministry of External Affairs, New Delhi. Tamil Nadu State Hajj Committee is
being reconstituted once in three years. The Committee has been reconstituted with 16
members including the Executive officer of the Committee with effect from 28.12.2012.
At present the committee is functioning under the Chairmanship of Thiru. A.
Mohammedjan.

2. A guota of 2672 seats was allotted for Tamil Nadu during Hajj 2014 based on
Muslim population as per 2001 census against which a total of 13145 + 16 (infants)
applications were received for Hajj 2014. A total of 2855 + 3 (infants) pilgrims
performed Hajj during Hajj 2014. The details of quota allotted, additional quota and

Government discretionary quota released during Hajj 2014 are as follows:-

Pilgrims selected Under Reserved Category

The Hajj Committee of India, Mumbai, has been following the policy of confirming
pilgrims whose applications were not selected continuously for the last three years
during Hajj 2011-2013 and applied for the fourth time during Hajj 2014. 758 pilgrims
were selected directly under this category without placing them under draw. Further, as
per guidelines, applicants of 70 years of age and above were also selected under

Reserved category and 422 pilgrims were confirmed accordingly without qurrah.

3 (i) Orientation

During Hajj 2014, Hajj Committee of India had trained two master trainers from
each State Hajj Committee at Mumbai on 28" and 29" April 2014 and asked the State
Hajj Committee to train the Field Trainers by utilizing Master Trainers. The Field
Trainers were selected from Government servants and a few of them from voluntary
organizations. As per the norms of Hajj Committee of India, the Field Trainers are
selected on the basis of one trainer for 200 pilgrims. Tamil Nadu State Hajj Committee
conducted Training for Field Trainers on 21-5-2014 at Hajj House, Chennai with the help
of Master Trainers.

A comprehensive orientation/training programme was conducted for the pilgrims
at District level to educate the selected pilgrims on various aspects covering travel
formalities and procedures/rituals to be observed while performing HajjUmrah and
about the likely problems they may face during the pilgrimage and services offered by
various departments like Consulate General of India, Jeddah, Saudi Moallims, etc.
Visuals were also shown in these programmes to help the pilgrims better and avoid
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difficulties during the course of their pilgrimage. The Master Trainers and Field Trainers
were deputed to districts to train the pilgrims. This training programme was conducted

at 18 centres which benefited large number of pilgrims.

(i) Inoculation

Tamil Nadu State Hajj Committee conducts inoculation programme against
meningitis in various districts every year based on the number of pilgrims. The
required vaccine was supplied by the National Institute of Communicable Diseases,
New Delhi to all State Hajj Committees. During Hajj 2014, vaccination was
administered in 18 centres covering all the districts of Tamil Nadu. It is mandatory to
give oral polio vaccine to all the pilgrims before they proceed on Hajj pilgrimage. The
Committee made necessary arrangements through Public Health authorities and the
pilgrims were administered oral polio drops and necessary certificates were issued to
them during Hajj 2014.

(iii) Additional services provided during Hajj 2014

The following additional services were provided for pilgrims during Hajj 2014:-

@) Supply of SIM cards.

Saudi SIM cards with a talk time of SR.5/- were supplied to the pilgrims which
enabled them to contact their relatives in India without any difficulty.

(b) Metro train facility was extended to the pilgrims from India during hajj days so
that the pilgrims could reach all the several places associated with hajj in time.

(c) City check-in services were continued for the fourth consecutive year. Under this
scheme, baggages of pilgrims of Hajj Committee are collected from their
respective buildings at Makkah/Madinah for each flight 24 hours in advance.

(d) Catering facility was introduced in Hajj 2014 at Madinah by collecting nominal
cost from the pilgrims. Accordingly, food was provided to the pilgrims during the
stay of eight days in Madinah.

4. The Government of Tamil Nadu have been sanctioning grants to Tamil Nadu
State Hajj Committee for various purposes such as grant for meeting out administrative

expenditure, grants for meeting the expenditure on deputation of representative(s) in
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Building Selection Team and deputation of Hajj volunteers to Saudi Arabia and grants
for purchase of machinery and equipment under Part-Il schemes.

The administrative grant has been enhanced from Rs.20.00 lakhs to Rs.30.00
lakhs from 2013-2014 onwards to meet expenditure on salaries to staff and other

administrative expenditure. The details of grants sanctioned during 2014-2015 are as

follows:-

deputation of 9 Hajj volunteers to Saudi Arabia
during Hajj 2014.

(i)  Grant sanctioned towards purchase of two laptops
under Part-1l schemes 2014-2015. - Rs.80,000/-

5. The other sources of income to the Committee are sanction of handling
charges at Rs.150/- per pilgrim and sanction of expenditure on making supporting
arrangements etc., for operation of Hajj flights at the rate of Rs.200/- per pilgrim by Hajj
Committee of India, Mumbai. The Committee also received voluntary contributions from

the pilgrims.

6. The Annual Accounts of the Tamil Nadu State Hajj Committee are closed as
on 31° March of every year. The accounts are duly audited and certified by qualified
Chartered Accountant. The audited accounts for the year 2013-2014 have been
approved by the Committee. Further, the Committee finalized and approved the budget

estimates for the financial year i.e. 2015-2016.
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
