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PERFORMANCE BUDGET 2021-2022

1. INTRODUCTION

Protection of the interests of the Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes,
Denotified Communities and Minorities has always been an object of prime importance of
the Government of Tamil Nadu for their Socio Educational and economic upliftment.
To achieve this end, the Government of Tamil Nadu is implementing multifarious welfare

schemes.

No State can be called as truy advanced without advancement in education.
On the basis of this concept, utmost importance has always been given to remove the
backwardness of the people of this State, by making significant budget allocation for

implementation of various Educational schemes.

The Department of Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes and Minorities
welfare is headed by the Secretary to Government at the Government level. The Director
of Backward Classes Welfare Director of Most Backward Classes and Denotified
Communities and the  Director of Minorities welfare  are responsible for the
implementation of the welfare schemes intended for the upliftment of Backward Classes
and Most Backward Classes / Denotified Communities and Minorities Welfare respectively
inthe State.

These schemes are implemented at the district level through the District Backward
Classes and Minorities Welfare Officers, functioning under the immediate administrative
control of the District Collectors. The schemes intended for the welfare of Piramalai Kallars
in Madurai, Theni and Dindigul Districts are implemented through the Joint Director (Kallar

reclamation) with Head Quarters at Madurai.

The Tamil Nadu Backward Classes Economic Development Corporation
(TABCEDCO) was formed in 1982 for the economic development of the people belonging to

Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes and Denotified Communities in the State.



The Government have also formed the Tamil Nadu Minorities Economic
Development Corporation(TAMCO) during 1999-2000 for the economic development of the

minorities in the State.

The State Minorities Commission has been constituted in the year 1989 to safeguard

the interests of the religious and linguistic minorities in the State.

In pursuance of the directions of the Supreme Court, the Tamil Nadu Backward
Classes Commission has been constituted under the Chairmanship of a Retired High Court

Judge.

Tamil Nadu Vanniyakula Kshatriya P ublic Charitable Trusts and Endowments Board
has been established under the Tamil Nadu Vanniyakula Kshatriya Public Charitable
Trusts and Endowments (Protection and Maintenance) Act, 2018 (Tamil Nadu Act No. 44
of 2018).

Tamil Nadu Waqf Board is functioning to maintain and safeguard Waqf properties
and to administer the works relating to Waqf. Tamil Nadu State Haj Committee is
functioning for making necessary arrangement for successful performance of haj
pilgrimage. In order to resolve the disputes relating Waqf properties, Tamil Nadu Waqf
Tribunal has been constituted under section 83 of Waqgf Act 1995, with the chairman and

two members at Chennai and itis functioning from 06.08.2018.

The Government of Tamil Nadu is making substantial allotment of funds every year
for the schemes intended for the welfare of Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes and

Denotified Communities and Minorities in the State.



2. RESERVATION

The reservation policy of the Government enables the Backward Classes, Most

Backward Classes and Denotified Communities people to secure admission in educational
institutions and to get employment in the services under the State Government for their

8. TAMIL NADU VANNIYAKULA KSHATRIYA PUBLIC CHARITABLE
TRUSTS AND ENDOWMENTS BOARD

To identify and integrate various charitable trusts bequeathed by the Vanniyar
philanthropists and to find ways and means to fulfill the objectives of the trusts the

Government had formed the Vanniyar P ublic Property Welfare Board in the year 2009.

To safeguard the properties of such trusts and endowments created by persons or
organizations of Vanniyakula Kshatriya Community an act namely “The Tamil Nadu
Vanniyakula Kshatriya Public Charitable Trusts and Endowments (Protection and

Maintenance) Act 2018” has been enacted. The Act came into force on 04.02.2019.

As per the provisions of the Act, the Government have established Tamil Nadu
Vanniyakula Kshatriya Public Charitable Trusts and Endowments Board with a
Chairperson and 10 members. The board is also composed of a Member-Secretary and
two ex-officio members. During the year 2020-2021 Rs.1 crore has been sanctioned to the
board for administrative expenses. The board has so far identified 97 trusts. Of these, 36
trusts have been registered under the board. Action is being taken by the board to publish
the list of properties of such trusts in the Tamil Nadu Government Gazette as per section 5

of the act.

9. COMMISSION FOR COLLECTION OF QUANTIFIABLE DATA FOR
CASTES COMMUNITIES AND TRIBES OF TAMIL NADU

In order to collect Quantifiable data of Castes in Tamil Nadu, the Government has
constituted a Commission for Collection of Quantifiable data on Castes Communities and
Tribes of Tamil Nadu.

10. THANTHAI PERIYAR AWARD FOR SOCIAL JUSTICE

The Government is honouring those who made outstanding contribution for social
justice in Tamil Nadu with Thanthai Periyar Award for Social Justice. The award carries a

gold medal of sovereign and a cash prize of Rs.1 lakh.

Loan cum subsidy scheme for the small and marginal farmers belonging to
Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes and De-notified Communities for the
creation of irrigation facility by erecting a new bore-well is also implemented through this
Corporation.

class. This Act has been in force since 15.09.2007. The government has also ordered
backward class Muslims to follow the carry forward procedure in direct appointments in

government service.

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Ulema and Employees Welfare Board

The Ulema and Employees Welfare Board was formed during the year 2009 and
functioning for the upliftment of educational and economic status of the Ulemas, Aalims,
Pesh-Imams, Arabic Teachers, Mothinars, Bilal, and other Employees working in
Mosques, Darghas, Burial grounds, Thaikas ,Ashurkhanas, Muslim Orphanages and
Madarasas in the State (G.O. (Ms) No.74, BC,MBC & MW Dept, Dt. 24.8.2009).

The persons who have completed 18 years and not attained 60 years of age are
eligible to get registered as Member of this board. Identity Cards are given to the
registered Members of the Board at free of cost. The Identity Cards should be renewed
once in 5 years.

At the rate of Rs.15,000 per SHG from 2020-2021, the target has been
set at 1200 for 8000 SHGs out of which Rs.20.80 lakhs has been provided
to 141 SGH for minorities.

iii. Community Investment Fund

Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana (PMAY) scheme provides financial assistance for
shelter to the rural poor living below poverty line.

Under this scheme, 130214 houses has been fixed as annual target for the year
2017-18, this has been brought forward for the year 2020-2021, of which 6506 houses
and Rs.7807.20 lakh has been allocated for minorities and the work has been carried
out continuously and completed the construction of houses to 1598 to the tune of
Rs.2127.23 lakh upto December 2020 by the Rural Development & Panchayat Raj

Department.

XI.IMPROVEMENT IN CONDITION OF SLUMS INHABITED BY MINORITY
COMMUNITIES (Housing & Urban Development Dept.)

Under Government of India’s housing for all, for the year 2020-21 a target of
constructing 2500 houses at on outlay of Rs.12000 lakh for the Minorities Communities
has been fixed, and 2516 houses at on expenditure of Rs.12048 lakh has been

constructed for the benefit of Minority Community. 100 % of the target achieved.

XI&XIV. PREVENTION OF COMMUNAL INCIDENTS AND PROSECUTION FOR
COMMUNALOFFENCES.

As per the guidelines of the Government of India, Nodal cell was set-up in the
office of the Director General of Police. The Superintendent of Police, CID (Special
Branch), Chennai-4 has been appointed as Nodal officer. This cell takes all
precautionary steps to prevent communal violence in the State by collecting &
maintaining necessary details.

XV. REHABILITATION OF VICTIMS OF COMMUNAL RIOTS.

With a view to give a new hope of life to the minority families who have lost their

livelihood due to communal riots and to assist the discharged prisoners of petty

offences to lead a decent life in the society, a rehabilitation scheme is being
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implemented. Under this scheme, financial assistance is given upto Rs.10,000/- per

family to set-up petty trades.

So far, Rs.1.40 lakh has been spent to 14 beneficiaries of the discharged

prisoners of petty offences.

PRADHAN MANTRI JAN VIKAS KARYAKRAM (PMJVK)

The Prime Minister's Jan Vikas Program is aimed at uplifting the socio-economic
status of minorities in areas where minorities live in large numbers, providing basic
amenities to improve their quality of life and reducing inequality. Under this project,
projects will be implemented to create infrastructure facilities in the fields of education,
health and skills development. The project is being implemented in areas identified by
the Federal Ministry of Minority Welfare as areas where minorities are over-represented

according to the 2011 census.

The project is being implemented in the following 4 Panchayat and 18 urban areas

identified by the Ministry of Minority Welfare in the minority areas of Tamil Nadu.

The project is being implemented with a financial contribution of 60:40 from the
Central and State Governments. Eighty per cent of the total funds allocated under the
scheme will be spent on education, health and skills development programs, of which

33-40 per cent will be spent oninfrastructure / facilities for women / girls.

Establishment of Community Hall under this scheme, Boarding School, Skilled
Classroom Smart Class, Government Vocational Training Center / Technology
additional classrooms in the halls, provision of health facilities, buildings for government
schools, setting up of various technical colleges, hostels for working women, creation of
student hostels and special classes in Central Government universities, provision of
computers with internet facilities to Government recognized Madrasa schools and
various other activities approved by the Ministry of Minorities of the Central
Government. Infrastructure facilities are provided in areas where minorities live in large

numbers.

Under this scheme, in the first phase 11 districts 61 schems, Rs. 1280.63 lakhs with
the contribution of the Central Government Rs. 853.75 lakhs with the contribution of the

State Government with a total allocation of Rs.2134.39 Lakhs.
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21. TAMIL NADU MINORITIES ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION

Tamil Nadu Minorities Economic Development Corporation was established by
the Government in the year 1999 in order to assist the minorities by providing loans at
low rate of interest to take up business enterprises and trades for improving their
economic status and it is functioning effectively. Minorities viz. Muslims, Christians,
Sikhs, Buddhists, Parsis and Jains in Tamil Nadu are benefitted through this
corporation. This Corporation was registered under the Companies Act 1956. The
Corporation obtains loan from NMDFC upon guarantee giving by State Government for
funding various loan schemes of NMDFC. The authorized Share Capital of this
Corporation is Rs.5 crore and a paid up Share Capital is Rs.2.05 crore. Tamil Nadu
Minorities Economic Development Corporation is acting as State Channelising Agency
of National Minorities Development and Finance Corporation (NMDFC),New Delhi.
Tamil Nadu Minorities Economic Development Corporation sanctions and disburses
loans to beneficiaries through Central Co-operative banks /Urban Co-operative

banks/Primary Agricultural Co-operative Credit Societies.

SKILL DEVELOPMENT TRAINING (“KAUSHAL SE KUSHALTA”)

Skill Development Training “Kaushal Se Kushalta” is imparted to Minority youth.
To avail benefit under the scheme, the annual parental income should not exceed
Rs.6 lakh. Through this scheme minority youth can start self employment and get
employment in other organizations. Training is imparted through Institutions empanelled
by NSDC/Related Sector Skill Council/State Skill Mission/Directorate of Technical
Education for a duration of 200 to 250 hours. The Training institutes are approved by
NMDFC.

Under this scheme, so far 3 courses namely, Stitchery (Goods and Garments),
Pre-Assembly operator and Hand Embroidery training were conducted through two
training institutes i.e., Central Footwear Training Institute (CFTI) and Apparel Training
and Design Centre (ATDC) and training was given to 250 beneficiaries at a cost of
Rs.30.72 lakh.

Tamil Nadu Linguistic Minorities Social and Economic Development Corporation
(TALMEDCO) has been formed in order to promote the social and economic
development of Linguistic minorities in the State and also to provide them better access
to various schemes and promote their interests. During 2020-2021, orders have been
issued sanctioning sum of Rs.16.09 crore (paid-up capital-Rs.5 crore, seed
fund - Rs.10 crore and salaries and other administrative expenses - Rs.109.20 lakh) to

the corporation.

22. TAMIL NADU STATE MINORITIES COMMISSION

The State Minorities Commission, Tamil Nadu was constituted by the State
Government in the year 1989 for safeguarding the rights and interests of both Religious

and Linguistic Minorities.

The State Minorities Commission has been conferred with Statutory Powers as
per Tamil Nadu State Minorities Commission Act 2010 (Act 21/2010) with effect from
01.08.2010.

The Government of Tamil Nadu issued orders constituting the State Minorities
Commission with the Chairman, Vice Chairman and Eight other members, vide

G.0.Ms.No39.Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes and Minorities Welfare
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Department., Dated:28.06.2021 and G.O.Ms.No.41. Backward Classes, Most Backward

Classes and Minorities Welfare Department Dated:06.07.2021. The chairman, vice

chairman and members of State Minorities Commission details given below.

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Religious/Linguistic Minorities

Government of Tamil Nadu have notified the persons who are natives of Tamil
Nadu and belonging to Christians, Muslims, Jains, Sikhs and Buddhists communities as
Religious Minorities and persons who are nativities of Tamil Nadu and having Telugu,
Urdu, Kannada, Malayalam, Sourashtra and Marathi languages as their mother tongue

as Linguistic Minorities.
22. Tamil Nadu Backward Classes Commission

The Tamil Nadu Backward Classes Commission has been constituted as a
permanent body pursuant to the directions of the Supreme Court of India in Indra
Sawhney known as Mandal case. The Commission is functioning from 15.3.1993 under
the Chairmanship of a retired Judge of High Court with members. This Commission is

reconstituted once in 3 years.

The functions of the Commission are quasi-judicial in nature. The following are

the terms of reference for the Tamil Nadu Backward Classes Commission.

(i) The Commission shall entertain, examine and recommend upon requests
for inclusion and complaints of over-inclusion and under-inclusion in the lists

of Backward Classes / Most Backward Classes.

(ii) Periodic revision of the list of Backward Classes and Most Backward

Classes in this State as and when decided.

(iii) The Commission shall base its recommendations in the light of the provision
contained in Article 16(4) read with relevant provisions of the Constitution of
India and the various decisions of the Supreme Court bearing on the

subject.

(iv) The Commission shall make recommendations on improved reservation for
Christians, Muslims and other Minorities based on their social and

educational backwardness.
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(v) The Commission shall examine and recommend upon the demand made by
various communities to provide for internal reservation within the reservation

provided for Most Backward Classes.

(vi) The Commission shall examine and make recommendations on any other
matter relating to Backward Classes that may be referred to it by

Government from time to time.

This Commission has been reconstituted under the chairmanship of Justice
Thiru M. Thanikachalam (Retd) with 6 members for the period of 3 years on 08.07.2020.

23. TAMIL NADU WAQF BOARD

The Waqf Act, 1954 implemented in the State of Tamil Nadu on 15.01.1955, and
the Board was constituted on 18.01.1958. The Waqf Act, 1995 (Central Act 43 of 1995)
has come into force on 01.01.1996. The Government constitutes the Board once in 5
years. The Tamil Nadu Waqf Board having its head office at Chennai is functioning with
11 zonal offices. The Board was reconstituted with 12 members with effect from
19.09.2020. New members have been appointed to the Board and

Thiru M. Abdul Rahman has been elected unanimously as Chairperson of the Board.
Survey of Waqf Properties.

Under section 4 of the Waqf Act, 1995, the Government appointed the
Commissioner of Survey as Survey Commissioner of Waqfs for the purpose of survey of
the Waqgfs existing in the State. District Revenue Officers were appointed as Additional
Survey Commissioner of Waqfs and Tahsildars in the State have been designated as
Assistant Commissioner of Waqfs.

District-wise particulars of Waqf properties have been extracted from the original
registers of the Tamil Nadu Waqf Board which were already prepared as per the
provisions of Waqf Act, 1954 have been handed over. As per the details submitted, the
Survey Commissioner of Waqgfs have completed the survey of Waqf properties in
27 districts and the survey of Waqf properties in the remaining districts are under

progress.
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Wagqgf Tribunal
In order to resolve the disputes relating Wagqf properties, Tamil Nadu Waqf Tribunal
has been constituted under section 83 of Waqgf Act 1995, with the chairman and two

members at Chennai and it is functioning from 06.08.2018.

Wagqfs Under Direct Management of Tamil Nadu Waqf Board

For administrative reasons, some of the Waqfs are taken under direct
management of Tamil Nadu Waqf Board under section 65 of the Waqf Act, 1995 and
Executive Officers are appointed to administer the Waqfs under direct management.
At present, 85 Waqf institutions are under direct management of Tamil Nadu Waqf
Board and administrative charges are collected under section 45(7) of the Waqf Act,

1995 from these Waqf institutions.

Retrieval of Waqf Properties from Encroachments

When the properties of Waqfs, which are under the purview of Tamil Nadu Waqf
Board are encroached by individuals, action is taken for retrieval of such waqf
properties under section 54 of the Waqf Act, 1995 and Public Premises (Eviction of
Unauthorised Occupants) Act, 1975.

Further, concerned Sub Registrars are addressed under Section 22(A) of the
Registration Act, 1908 not to register Waqf properties in favour of third parties without

obtaining No Objection Certificate from Tamil Nadu Waqf Board.

Administrative Grants Sanctioned to Tamil Nadu Waqf Board

The Government of Tamil Nadu, sanctions administrative grant every year to
Tamil Nadu Waqf Board to meet out the administrative expenses. At present, annual

administrative grant of Rs.2.50 crore is sanctioned to the board.

Maintenance of Payments to Divorced Muslim Women

As per the Section 4 (2) of the Muslim Women (Protection of rights on Divorce)
Act, 1986 maintenance amount is paid to divorced Muslim women by the Tamil Nadu
Waqf Board as per the orders of the Court. The expenditure to the Tamil Nadu Waqf

Board for this purpose is Rs.67,800/- per annum.
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Government funded schemes implemented by Tamil Nadu Waqf Board
Ulema Pension Scheme

Under Ulema Pension Scheme, poor Pesh Imams, Mothinars, Arabic Teachers,
Mujawars who have served and retired after rendering service in Tamil Nadu Waqf
institutions are paid pension. Under the scheme those who have attained 60 years of
age and completed 20 years of service are eligible for the pension. Ulema pension
sanction committee under the chairmanship of Hon’ble Minister is functioning to
sanction Ulema pension. At present Ulema pension of Rs.3,000 per month is being
paid to the Ulemas. 2,600 persons can avail benefit under the scheme. At present

1,263 persons are receiving pension under the scheme.

Major Repair and Renovation Grant

The Government sanction grant for renovation and repairs of Mosques, Dargahs
and other Waqf institutions. The annual grant sanctioned by the Government under the
scheme has been enhanced from Rs.60 lakh to Rs.5 crore during the year 2020-2021.
Rs.5 crore has been allotted for the scheme in the year 2020-2021 and 45 waqf

institutions benefitted.

Corpus fund for repairand renovation of Wagqf institutions

In order to carry out minor repairs and renovation work in Waqf Institutions like

Mosques and Darghas a corpus fund of Rs.3 crore has been created.
Honorarium to Kazis

The Government of Tamil Nadu sanctions a sum of Rs.20,000 per month as

honorarium to district Kazis in Tamil Nadu.
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25.TAMIL NADU STATE HAJ COMMITTEE

The Tamil Nadu State Haj Committee was constituted in 1958. After the enactment
of the Haj Committee Act, 2002, (Central Act No.35 of 2002), the State Government is
constituting the Tamil Nadu State Haj Committee to look after the welfare of the Haj
pilgrims and also for making necessary arrangements for the successful performance of

Haj pilgrimage with the guidance of Haj Committee of India and Ministry of Minority
Affairs, New Delhi.

The Government in the year 2020 reconstituted the Tamil Nadu State Haj
Committee with 12 members including Secretary and Executive Officer as Ex-officio
Member for a period of three years.

The Government of Tamil Nadu have been sanctioning grants to Tamil Nadu State
Hajj Committee for various purposes such as grant for meeting out administrative
expenditure, grants for meeting the expenditure on deputation of representative(s) in
Building Selection Team and deputation of Haj volunteers to Saudi Arabia, grants for

state haj subsidy and grants for purchase of machinery and equipments.

The details of grants sanctioned during 2020-2021 are as follows:-
(i) | Administrative grant - Rs.50.00 lakh

(ii) | Grant sanctioned towards the expenditure on Rs.28,70,000/-
deputation of 21 Hajj volunteers to Saudi Arabia
and member in Building Selection Team.

State Government Haj Subsidy

The scheme of providing subsidy to the pilgrims of Tamil Nadu who are performing
Haj pilgrimage through Tamil Nadu State Haj Committee for the first time is implemented
by the Government. Annual subsidy for the scheme has been increased from Rs.6 crore
to Rs.10 crore. For the year 2019-2020, Haj subsidy is disbursed to 4397 Haj pilgrims.
Due to Global outbreak of Covid 19, Saudi Arabia has cancelled Haj pilgrimage for
Haj 2020 and Haj 2021.
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
