I. Cocoon yield per 100 Layings

Out of the total silk production (2,589 Metric Tonnes), 98% is
bivoltine silk. 2,525 metric tonnes of bivoltine silk was produced

in Tamil Nadu during 2022-2023.

layings is 81.000 Kg,
