Economic, social and political empowerment of women go a long way in creating a welfare and
prosperous State. Similarly, the care and well-being of children, ensuring their rights, will pave
way for building the pillars of tomorrow with a strong foundation.

A number of path breaking initiatives have been launched for the welfare of the poor and
vulnerable women, children, senior citizens and third genders through the Social Welfare and
Nutritious Meal Programme Department.

Apart from these novel and beneficial schemes, various Acts and Rules for the
protection of the women, children, third genders and senior citizens are being implemented
through the Department. Women Commission and State Commission for Protection of Child
Rights also ensure their protection and care of basic rights and needs.

The Social Welfare and Nutritious Meal Programme Department is continuously
concentrating on policies reaching out to children in their vulnerable years, empowering access
to health care and a safe environment, reducing gender discrimination and enhancing the well

being of the adolescent girls and the nutritional status of women.
