An amount of 50,000 is deposited for 18
years in the name of the girl child born on or after
01.08.2011, in the form of fixed deposit with the
Tamil Nadu Power Finance and Infrastructure
Development Corporation Limited, for a family with
one girl child only. The copy of the fixed deposit
receipt is given to the family of the girl child.

Scheme-ll:-

An amount of 25,000 is deposited for 18
years in the name of the each girl child born on or
after 01.08.2011 in the form of fixed deposit with
Tamil Nadu Power Finance and Infrastructure
Development Corporation Limited, for a family with
two girl children only. The copy of the fixed deposit
receipt is given to the family of the girl children.
