Welfare and Nutritious Meal Programme Department.

Various social welfare programmes of the Government are implemented through
three Directorates namely Social Welfare, Social Defence and Integrated
Child Development Services. This department also functions as a nodal agency for various

social security programmes implemented through Revenue Department.

The statutory authorities like the State Commission for Women and State
Commission for Protection of Child Rights also ensure their protection and care of basic

rights and needs.

Meal Programme are detailed in the following chapters.

Food grains (rice) @ 100 gm per child per school

Banana weighing 100 gm is provided as an
alternate to children who are not accustomed to
eating egg, which provides 1.2 gm of protein and
116 kcal of energy.

On the first and third Tuesdays of every month
20 gm of ‘Black Bengal Gram’ Is provided to each
child in the form of ‘Pulav’ which provides 72 kcal
of energy and 3.42 gm of protein.

On the second and fourth Thursdays of every
month 20 gm of Green Gram is provided to each
child in the form of ‘Sundal’, which provides 67
kcal of energy and 4.80 gm of protein.

On all Fridays to increase the carbohydrate
content, children are provided with 20 gm of chilly
fried potato, which has 19.04 kcal of energy and
0.32 gm of protein. The amount for the
procurement of 20 gm of Potato has been
enhanced from 16 paise to 40 paise.
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In order to address iodine and iron deficiency
among children and as a part of health
intervention programme, Double Fortified Salt is
used for cooking which prevents iodine deficiency
in children thereby preventing goiter.

5.14 Tamil Nadu Commission for Protection of Child Rights

Commission for Protection of Child Rights, (CPCR) Act 2005 has been enacted by
the Central Government and it is stated in Section 17(1) that the State Government may
constitute to be known for protection of Child Rights to exercise the conferred upon, and

the performance the functions assigned to, a state commission under this Chapter.

As per the Section 17(2), the state commission shall consist of one Chair person
who is a person of eminence and as done outstanding for promoting the welfare of the

children and six members, out of which atleast two shall be women, who are all a person
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of eminence, ability, integrity and having well experience in education, child health, child
care, child welfare and development, elimination of Child Labour, child psychology or

sociology and laws relating to children.
