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Our State has taken several measures to implement many novel schemes and also
the provisions of the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 so as to uplift the socio-
economic status of the differently abled persons. Towards this commitment, Tamil Nadu is
the lone State in the country to have a separate department for the Welfare of Differently

Abled Persons both at the Secretariat and Head of the Department level.

The Director for Welfare of the Differently Abled, is the Head of the Department. He is
assisted by a Joint Director and other officers at the Headquarters and by the District
Differently Abled Welfare Officers in the Districts.
