In the letter read above the Industries Commissioner and Director of
Industries and Commerce has sent proposal for refixation of pay of Thiru V.

2. The anomaly in this case had arisen at two stages (i.e.) with effect from
1.7.96 in the post of Senior chemist and with effect from 1.7.2005 in the post of
Deputy Director (Chemicals).

3. The first anomaly that had arisen in the post of Senior Chemist is due to
the different mode of option exercised by the Senior/Junior while fixing their pay
in the higher post of Senior Chemist (i.e.) Senior opted for fixation as per ruling
(8) under F.R.22-B and junior opted for fixation as per ruling (9) under F.R.22-B.

4. The second anomaly that had arisen in the post of Deputy Director
(Chemicals) with effect from 1.7.2005, which is also due to the different mode of
options exercised by the Senior/Junior while fixing their pay in the higher post of
Deputy Director (Chemicals) (i.e.) Senior opted for fixation directly under F.R.22B
on the date of promotion and junior opted for fixation, initially under
F.R.22(1)(a)(i)(i.e.) on the date of promotion and under F.R.22-B, after drawal of
increment in the lower post of Selection Grade Senior Chemist on 1.7.05. The
conditions stipulated in Ruling (2) under F.R.22-B are satisfied in this case.

5. In the circumstances, the Government direct that to rectify the anomaly of
junior getting more pay than the senior, the pay of the senior, Thiru V.
Narayanan, Deputy Director (Metallurgical and Chemical Laboratory) may be re-
fixed at Rs.9375/-in the scale of pay of Rs.8000-275-13500 with effect from



1.7.96 on par with his junior Thiru A.L. Solai. He is eligible for his next increment
on completion of one year from the date of re-fixation i.e. on 1.7.97. Similarly he
is also eligible to step up his pay at Rs.12,925/- in the scale of pay of Rs.10000-
525-15200 with effect from 1.7.2003 in the post of Deputy Director (Chemicals)
on par with the same junior. He is eligible for his next increment on completion of
one year from the date of this re-fixation i.e. on 1.7.06. The senior is eligible for
drawal of arrears of pay consequent on the above refixation.

6. The Industries commissioner and Director of Industries and Commerce is
directed to take necessary follow up action in the matter and intimate the fact to
Government in due course.

The Industries Commissioner and Director of Industries and
Commerce together has stated that the department of Industries and
Commerce is having 94 posts of Assistant Engineer (Industries) / Junior
Engineer (Industries) in Tamil Nadu Industries Subordinate Service of which 20
posts are permanent and remaining 74 posts are temporary. SERC has
recommended for the retention of 87 posts of Assistant Engineer (Industries) /
Junior Engineer (Industries) only. At present there are 13 vacancies in the
above posts as per the original sanctioned strength. However considering the
SERCE recommendation, only 6 vacancies can be filled up. These 6 vacancies
in the post of Assistant Engineer (Industries) are carrying the scale of pay of Rs.
6500-200-11100 which are coming under the purview of Tamil Nadu Public
Service Commission. The method of appointment prescribed for the post of
Assistant Engineer (Industries) is 4 types (i.e. (1) Promotion (2) Direct
recruitment (3) Transfer from any other class or category (4) Recruitment by
transfer from any other service.

2. The Industries Commissioner and Director of Industries and
Commerce has stated that there are no qualified persons in the feeder
categories for promotion as Assistant Engineer (Industries). Assistant Engineer
(Industries) in District Industries Centres are the field officers who are entrusted
with the work relating to the developmental activities in respect of Small Scale
Industries. Developmental works in certain districts are lagging behind due to
non-filling up the post of Assistant Engineer (Industries). In view of the above
position, the Industries Commissioner and Director of Industries and Commerce
has decided to fill up the vacant post of Assistant Engineer (Industries) by
resorting to the method of appointment by transfer from any other class or
category or by Recruitment by transfer from any other service.

3. Since it was felt that the consultation of Tamil Nadu Public Service

2006-2007 and 2007-2008 and requested the Government to approve a ‘Nil’
panel for the abovesaid post for the years 2005-2006, 2006-2007 and 2007-
2008.

2. The Government accept the proposal of the Industries Commissioner
and Director of Industries and Commerce and accordingly approve a ‘Nil’
panel for the post of Assistant cost and Commercial Accounts Officer in
Category 3 of Tamil Nadu Industries Service to be filled up by promotion for the
years 2005-2006, 2006-2007 and 2007-2008.
